
2023 LIST FEATURES AND IMPORTANT INFORMATION

In the GENERAL, UNCOMMON, and LIMITED STOCK MINERAL LISTS, “TL” in the description indicates the item is from the original “type” locality. 

Some items will show a mine name, where just a state or country might not be enough.

The SPECIES IN STOCK LIST has all of the species currently in stock, with a base price/size listed. I may have more of that mineral in other sizes or 

qualities available.  Many of the items have “ask”. This indicates that I don’t have enough of one size/price to specify. When you ask for more 

information, please let me know if you have specific criteria (crystals only, size preferred, price limits, certain localities…) 
DESCRIPTIONS/SIZING Sizes vary, but we try to make them close to the following as possible. Please ask for prices and availability for research grade material. The lists, other than the SPECIES IN STOCK LIST,  have columns of prices under the following letter headings: 
    A = 2.5cm or 1 inch

    B = 2.5x2.5cm or 1x1 inch
     
    C = 2.5x5/4x4cm or 1x2/1.5x1.5 inch
    D = 5x5cm or 2x2 inch

    E = 5x7.5cm or 2x2 inch
      
    F = 7.5x10cm or 3x4 inch     
    10cm = larger than the 7.5x10cm size. This may be size G in the online store…
LABELS Each specimen is wrapped with its own label noting any major associated minerals, the chemical formula, and as much locality data as we have available.  For orders of ten or more of one item, one label is sent for all ten.

DISCOUNTS-LOT/1O The LOT/10 price in the General Mineral List is for ten size A to size B (1 inch to 1x1 inch or 2.5cm to 2.5x2.5cm) specimens of the same item, at a reduced price. An asterisk (*) indicates the size noted, if it is not size A/B. We also offer 15% off of ten items of the same size and price (i.e. 10 size C Talc, NY). 

Items in lists other than the General Mineral List are subject to discount only by quotation, and the (*) in other lists indicates something else.  
SHIPPING/RETURNS Shipping charges are extra, actual cost, and usually we send by Priority Mail. We charge a minimum of $8.00 for any parcel.   All orders are insured unless you tell us on your order that you waive the insurance, and that you will accept any loss or damage to uninsured parcels.  Most packages are shipped by USPS mail. Let us know if you prefer UPS or FedEx, and remember they are generally more expensive, even for ground shipping.
RETURNS Items may be returned within TEN DAYS of receipt for credit, exchange or refund (your choice). DO NOT RETURN THEM UNTIL you
    contact us. Shipping charges are NOT refundable. Carefully pack items to be returned, along with their labels. Please insure the return parcel. 
    If you receive damaged specimens, do not throw any packaging away, and contact us right away.
OUT OF US SHIPPING There is a EXTRA charge of $8.00 per parcel, in addition to the actual shipping charges. Parcels are mailed by PRIORITY (Air) with insurance.  Orders of only a few small specimens may be sent “First Class” without insurance, if you request it.  We may be able to arrange to use other carriers on request. We cannot give any estimate here, due to the varied weight of each shipment. Orders will be sent insured, unless you waive the insurance, and you are willing to accept any loss or damage. For mailed-in orders, send at least $35.00 for shipping, and any extra charge will be billed, and any overage will be credited to your account with us, unless you request a refund.

PAYMENT With order is required. Payment may be a personal check, bank draft, or money order (domestic or International), payable in US dollars, drawn on a bank with a US address. Postal Money Orders in US dollars are accepted, as well as Traveller’s Cheques or cash (U.S. currency.) We accept VISA. MASTERCARD, DISCOVER, and AMERICAN EXPRESS credit cards. 
     We can also use PayPal for email orders.
     **Orders for less than $10.00 worth of specimens [$20.00 if using a formal purchase order] will be charged a $5.00 small order fee.**

CALIFORNIA RESIDENTS only – Sales tax for our district is now 9.25%.

MAILED IN ORDERS may be printed on any clean sheet of paper. Include your name, address and phone number, as well as the name of the minerals ordered, their locality (if known), the size, price and quantity desired. PLEASE PRINT CLEARLY.  Phone, fax, mail, and e-mail orders are accepted. 
     We do not keep credit card numbers on file, so we will need that information each time you order.
TERMINOLOGY:  A note about terms used in our lists. 

Xl or xl (crystal) = part or all of the terminal end is present. The termination may be good, or distorted, or etched, but is there.  

Xl prism or prism = half or more of the sides of the crystal are present, without a terminal end.  

Xl section = not enough of the form is present to call it a crystal or a prism, but some form is generally visible (but not always.)

Chunk = no xl form, just a broken piece (also see “mass”).  

Mass or massive = no xl form, not even under magnification. 

Xline or xline mass= may show xline form, but not distinct xls or prisms.  

Xlized, Xline = shows crystallization, but not necessarily distinct or complete xls.
