Known as an outspoken advocate for gay rights, Marsha was one of the prominent figures in 

the Stonewall uprising in 1969. She co-founded the gay and transvestite advocacy 

organization S.T.A.R. (Street Transvestite Action Revolutionaries), alongside close friend Sylvia 

Rivera.

Gilbert Baker was an American artist, gay rights activist and designer of the rainbow flag 

which debuted back in 1978.

Oscar Wilde was one of London’s most popular playwrights in the early 1890s. He is best 

remembered for his epigrams and plays, his novel ‘The Picture of Dorian Gray’, and the 

circumstances of his criminal conviction for homosexuality and imprisonment at the height of 

his fame. In 2017, Wilde was pardoned for homosexual acts under the Policing and Crime Act 

2017. The Act is known informally as the Alan Turing law.
