Resolution 70/26
WHEREAS, pursuant to the provisions of the Municipal Home Rule Law, proposed Local Law No. C-2026 is to extend a moratorium on the processing of applications for large scale solar 
photovoltaic energy systems within the Town of Elbridge, was presented and introduced at a regular meeting of the Town Board of the Town of Elbridge held April 16, 2026; and 
WHEREAS, a public hearing was held to consider said proposed Local Law No. C-2026 on May 7, 2026 by the Town Board of the Town of Elbridge and proof of publication of notice of such public hearing, as required by law, having been submitted and filed, and all persons desiring to be heard in connection with said proposed local law having been heard, and said proposed local law having been in the possession of the members of the Town Board of the Town of Elbridge in its final form in the manner required by Section 20 of the Municipal Home Rule of the State of New York; and 
WHEREAS, at its April 16, 2026, meeting the Town Board determined that this proposed legislation is a Type II action for purposes of SEQR, thus concluding the environmental review process; and
WHEREAS, it is in the public interest to enact said Proposed Local Law No. C-2026.
NOW, THEREFORE, it is 
RESOLVED AND DETERMINED, that a number of pertinent and substantial questions were raised at the May 7, 2026, public hearing held to consider substantive solar legislation, such that additional time is needed by the Town to review and consider possible changes to the proposed solar legislation; and it is further
RESOLVED AND DETERMINED, that the Town Board of the Town of Elbridge, Onondaga County, New York, does hereby enact Proposed Local Law No. C-2017 as Local Law No. C-2026 as follows:
“TOWN OF ELBRIDGE
LOCAL LAW NO. C-2026

A Local Law Extending a Moratorium on the Processing of Solar Facility Applications in the Town of Elbridge

Be it enacted by the Town Board of the Town of Elbridge, as follows:

Section 1.	The local law imposing a moratorium on the processing of applications for large scale solar photovoltaic energy systems within the Town of Elbridge originally enacted on April 24, 2025 as Local Law No. 1-2025, is hereby extended for an additional six (6) months or until the Town of Elbridge enacts comprehensive legislation regulating such uses, whichever shall first occur.



Section 2.	This local law shall take effect immediately.

Councilor Chilson: 
· Youth Recreation Programs are in full swing, with a lot of participation this year. 
· Seniors Program is staying busy. They just went to The Wild in Chittenango. Craft class and the senior work out program are going well with active participation of 10-15 people.
· JET Program is going well and running at full force.
· The Community Center is busy with lots of rentals for 2026.

Councilor Farrugia:
· The Assessing Department is staying very busy and preparing for Grievance Day meetings. They have also been working on getting paperwork caught up from the STAR Program.
· The Highway Department has been busy storing away equipment for the summer. They have also installed a drainage pipe on Crossett Road and have been cleaning up Seymour Loft Park.


· Has a meeting scheduled for May 13th to meet with another Pest Control source.
· Nothing new with Technology.

Councilor Platten:
· The Joint Water Project is still underway; Contract 1 is not that busy, they are working on Pump Station sites and Contract 2 is very busy finishing up on some roads as well as getting ready to start work on other roads. South Street in Elbridge will be the last road for the water project due to needing to close parts of Route 5.
· Met with Mayor Brim regarding the Memorial Day Parade to see if there will be any issues/complications from the ongoing water project.
· Memorial planted by the Environmental Conservation Committee has been wiped out due to overgrowth and lack of care, the committee is upset.

Councilor Davis:
· Jason Parkman submitted the March and April Historian Reports and reported a successful Mt. Pleasant Cemetery cleanup with approximately 10 volunteers participating. He is also continuing work on Town records organization with Patti and Sarah, historical videos, QR code projects, and Jordan cemetery planning, while awaiting additional information on the Redman Cemetery Eagle Scout project and Elbridge Library display case scheduling. 
· Discussion was held regarding possible Town participation in the Erie Canal restoration coalition with surrounding municipalities and the Canal Corporation. Jason also requested approval to attend the Historical Conference in the Utica/Rome area at an estimated cost of under $1,000. Jason was reminded to prioritize Town records and history projects and to coordinate with Town officials before pursuing projects involving the Villages of Jordan or Elbridge.
· The Codes Department has been very busy with serving notices, site surveys and current construction projects that are going on.
