May 22, 2025


Minutes for the May 22, 2025 Town Board meeting. Supervisor Richardson called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

ADOPT MINUTES:  On a motion by Councilor Caron, seconded by Councilor Platten minutes from May 8, 2025 and May 20 Joint Municipal Water meeting were unanimously entered into record.
MOTION TO PAY BILLS:  On a motion by Councilor Platten, seconded by Councilor Caron, General Bills Abstract #05, Vouchers #186-231, in the amount of $919,215.08 were ordered paid, and Highway Bills, Abstract #05, Vouchers #1065-1084, in the amount of $16,345.96 were ordered paid with a total disbursement of $935,561.04.

COMMUNICATIONS:  Supervisor Richardson had a conversation with Highway Superintendent Jim White regarding issues with the current trash program. Items are not being disposed of in properly marked dumpsters, and some items are not being paid for. Supervisor Richardson is asking for suggestions to help alleviate these issues. A discussion ensued, with suggestions of updated camera equipment and limiting hours and days of operation.
OLD BUSINESS:  One quote for tree removal at Quince Cemetery has been reviewed. A second one is pending. Once the tree has been taken down, the Highway Department has agreed to assist with debris removal.
Parking for the May 29, 20025 concert at Kegs Canal Side was briefly discussed. A new agreement with Old Erie Ambulance Service, for this date, and conflicts with the open hours of the Assessing Department were addressed. 
Supervisor Richardson has forwarded emails to the Board from PERMA.
COMMITTEE REPORTS:  Councilor Platten had nothing to report from the Assessing Department or the Environmental Committee. He did speak with the resident on Crossett Road and the possible new water line to be considered in the current Joint Water Project. A resident was missed during the engineering phase. A lot of change orders are occurring and depleting funds faster than we’d like. It is hoped that these change orders will decrease soon. Further discussion ensued. 
Councilor Caron had nothing to report on.
Councilor Blumer stated at the recent Planning Board meeting that the Fowler Road subdivision was approved. The process for two other subdivisions on other properties have begun. Apartment building on Route 5 are still in the process. The new wedding venue on Rote 5 is also still in process. A temporary CO has been discussed, but nothing decided. The event center on Wheeler Road is on hold at this time. 
Councilor Platten inquired about noise ordinances. The Town does not have one. It has been discussed in the past. It is difficult to enforce in specific zoning. 

Supervisor Richardson has placed information in mailboxes and discussed the payment of water meters to the Village of Elbridge. This issue has been discussed in previous meetings. Inquiries were brought forward as to reimbursement vs. prepay, paying for new meters, not replacement, what should be included in Joint Water Project, the difference in the replacement of meters in the Village of Jordan, and the Village of Elbridge, and what the 75% kept by the Villages is used for in operation and maintenance. Supervisor Richardson suggested this be brought forward at the next water meeting. Councilor Blumer briefly discussed the IMA and the original discussion to be one department and one budget. Further discussion ensued. 
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION:  Mr. McIntyre asked if there was information regarding the opening of water gates during the past storm.  Councilor Platten heard they released 58 million gallons but not certain as to when, or if it was in addition to the normal release. Mr. McIntyre asked for clarification on change notice for the residence discussed earlier. Councilor Platten said that the property is in the existing water district and how it is currently set up. The change order is to the main, not to the house.
EXECUTIVE SESSION:  On a motion by Councilor Platten, seconded by Councilor Blumer, the Elbridge Town Board entered into Executive Session to discuss personnel matters at 7:51 PM. Attorney Frateschi agreed to take minutes for the remainder of the meeting.
8:34 P.M. – Councilor Caron made a motion to leave Executive Session, seconded by Councilor Blumer.  Supervisor Richardson put the motion to a vote.  Passed unanimously.
