DETERMINATION OF QUORUM AND CALL TO ORDER – 7:00 PM EST
Deputy Chairman John Tambroni called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and after the Pledge of Allegiance, read the legal notice posted in the Syracuse Post Standard on 10/06/2024. Mike Mattessich for Mattessich Iron/1484 State Rte. 31 in Memphis NY and second by Tracy Resch. It passed with all in favor.
Eric Matthews made a motion seconded by Tracy Resch to open the hearing for Mike Mattessich/1484 State Rte. 31 in Memphis NY. It passed with all in favor.

Deputy Chairman John Tambroni requested Mike Mattessich to come forward and explain to the board the reasons for this application.

Chapter 265-17(C-5)
Rear yard: each lot shall have a rear yard not less than 40 feet in depth.
Applicant is requesting an area variance with a reduced rear yard setback to allow construction of a 12,000-sf addition to the existing main building on a 1.67-acre parcel in an Industrial zoning district. The addition’s rear wall continues the rear wall of the existing building. The site is located along the southern side of NYS Route 31 and abuts the NYS Thruway to the rear. The applicant is proposing to demolish the existing front building to make room for a 12,000-sf addition to be constructed on the western side of the rear building; the addition would allow the existing building to create more production space.

Applicant (MM): Hello, my Name is Mike Mattessich. We need to expand the building as the company has grown since we moved here in 2017.  I’m here tonight because the proposed expansion to the building is too close to the thruway. We are requesting the variance to be able to expand that existing building and to add another building to the west for the office space on the same line as the existing building and addition. We are in need of more space for Machinery, parking and with all that more employees. The expansion is necessary in order to keep everyone safe.
Tracy Resch: Can you clarify where the addition to the building is being added?
Applicant (MM): If you are looking at the building from Rte31 it will be to the right. 
Applicant (MM): We will be demolishing the existing office to build the new one.
