Resolutions 59/23
The Elbridge Town Board resolves to pre-authorize expenses that relate to the potential procurement of waterline easements, including stub searches and recording fees, for 50 properties within the Town. These funds will include title searches at $215.oo each, recording fees with the Country Clerk’s office at $70.50 each, and $25.oo per packages of 15 for the tp-584, with the knowledge that these expenses are reimbursable project expenses, and already within the project budget.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Councilor Blumer:  Historian Parkman had an article in the Eagle Observer with information pertaining to the Town’s history and the Village of Elbridge’s upcoming 175th celebration. Historian Parkman also will be refurbishing the Lock 51 sign with help for the Highway Dept and a contact with a method to remove old paint and not damage the aluminum beneath. 
Holly Austin, and Wendie Smith are both willing to sit on the committee for the Comprehensive Plan, along with Councilor Blumer, Councilor Duger, and an undecided representative for from the Village of Jordan. We are still waiting to hear from the Village of Elbridge. There was a brief discussion, and Councilor Platten will speak with members of the Environmental Commission. 
Councilor Duger:  The Recreation program baseball season has started this week, and moving along with 200+ registrants. Seymour Loft looks great. Thank you to Sr/Rec Director Patrick, Superintendent White with the highway, and the school for taking care of the grounds. The park was full the other night with residents. New toilets have been installed in the restrooms, and the Band Boosters are taking care of the concession stand.
The Trash program will begin May 1st, at $10 a trip.
Councilor Platten:  Councilor Platten inquired to the needs of a Civil Service exam for the Assessing Clerk position. It will be needed, and he would like to have the Assistant Assessing Clerk take it.
The Environmental Commission is moving along with this year’s tree give away. They will contact Casey Westby to put further notification on the website and Facebook. At this time Councilor Platten inquired as to what could be done with remaining trees. 

The mowing contract was discussed and Supervisor Richardson will be signing it next week.

Councilor Platten has not had a chance to speak with the Historian in regards to a previous line item use. Councilor Blumer stated it has already been taken care of. 
Supervisor Richardson:  The April 25th Municipal Water Project special meeting went well. Thanks given to Fred DiRision and Pat Byrnes for all their information with questions asked. There has been a lot of good feedback.
Saturday April 29th, the Elbridge Fire Department will hold their installation banquet in Baldwinsville at the Fireside. 

The Onondaga Supervisor’s monthly meeting did not have a guest speaker. They continue to discuss the Route 81 project, which has been delayed for additional DOT studies. 

Town Clerk Karlik:  The Great Lake Basin Grant application was denied, due to an overwhelming amount of applications, and limited funds. 
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION:  Rick Rohmer addressed the Board in regards to Eno Point and the proposed Short Term Rental Moratorium. He spoke to the opposing view and cited several uses of language with in the Associations Agreement. Supervisor Richardson informed him that the Town Attorney would be available at the Public Hearing scheduled for May 11, where further discussion could take place. Councilor Blumer went on to discuss the codes, what is being done in the Town of Spafford, and how our current code stands. He further stated that Eno point has its own regulations, and no permits are issued from the Town’s Codes office without permission from the Eno Point Board. Rusty Cooper reminded the Board of the Health Departments guidelines concerning water and sewer at Eno Point. Further discussion ensued.
ADJOURNMENT:  On a motion by Councilor Platten, seconded by Councilor Blumer, the April 27, 2023 Town Board meeting was adjourned at 7:34 PM.
