PUBLIC HEARING:

The TOWN BOARD OF THE TOWN OF ELBRIDGE, in the County of Onondaga, State of New York, met in regular session at the Town Hall in the Town of Elbridge, located at 5 Rt. 31, Village of Jordan, County of Onondaga, State of New York, on the 25th day of January, 2024, at 7:00 p.m. to call for a Public Hearing, to be held in the same location, to hear any persons for or against the proposed 2024 Agreement made between the Town Board of the Town of Elbridge and the Old Erie Emergency Services, Inc. a not-for-profit volunteer ambulance service provider.
Supervisor Richardson:  Does anyone wish to speak in favor of this proposed Agreement? None

ADOPT MINUTES: On a motion by Councilor Duger, seconded by Councilor Caron, the minutes from February 8, 2024 were unanimously entered into record. 
MOTION TO PAY BILLS:  On a motion by Councilor Caron, seconded by Councilor Platten, the General Bills Abstract #02, Vouchers #57-105, in the amount of $411,075.93 were ordered paid, and Highway Bills, Abstract #02, Vouchers #1013-1035, in the amount of $24,512.29 were unanimously ordered paid with a total disbursement of $435,588.22.

COMMUNICATIONS:  There was no Supervisors meeting held this month. Next month they will be meeting to further discuss OCIDA’s proposal. There was a brief discussion in regards to participating in PILOT Programing, and how to approach this as a Town. Supervisor Richardson hopes to have a representative from OCIDA come to a meeting to discuss the matter further. 
GUEST:  James Hughes – Elbridge Motel, addressed the Board. Together they discussed the qualifications for the Motel as it is currently out of compliance with Town Code. Mr. Hughes will have to decide in what direction he would like to progress with the building/business. It was suggested that he sit down with Codes Officer Tanner to develop a plan for future operations, present it to the Board and then a decision can be made on how to further rectify the situation.

WHEREAS, the Town, by resolution dated March 1, 1989, created the Town of Elbridge Ambulance District; and

WHEREAS, on the 22nd day of February 2024, a public hearing was held by the Town as required by law;

NOW THEREFORE IT IS AGREED AS FOLLOWS:

1.
Old Erie Ambulance Inc. shall during the calendar year of 2024 provide emergency ambulance services throughout the Town of Elbridge Ambulance District.

2.
The Town shall pay to Old Erie Ambulance Inc. the sum of $151,320.00 for the 2024 fiscal year, which payment shall be made on or before March 1st of 2024.

3.
Old Erie Ambulance Inc. shall contract for general liability insurance and error and omissions insurance indemnifying itself and the Town against any liability which may accrue because of the contracted ambulance service and the operation of its equipment. Such liability insurance shall be for any claim caused by the act, error, omission or negligence of Old Erie Ambulance Inc., the policy limits thereof to be not less than ONE MILLION DOLLARS ($1,000,000) for injury or death of anyone person in one occurrence, TWO MILLION DOLLARS ($2,000,000) aggregate, and FIVE HUNDRED THOUSAND DOLLARS ($500,000) for property damage; and (b) Workers' Compensation and Disability Benefits Insurance coverage as required by the State of New York. The Town shall be listed as an additional insured on the general liability insurance and omissions policy.

4.
All monies to be paid under this Agreement shall be charged to said Town of Elbridge Ambulance District to be assessed and levied upon taxable property in said District and collected with the Town taxes.

The Elbridge Town Board approves the increase in cost to the Community Center internet service, bringing it in line with the current Town Hall internet service. 
COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Councilor Duger:  The Highway will be selling the old sweeper to Camillus.
The compression on the handicap entryway at the Community Center is in disrepair and alternative methods are being used at this time. To answer Councilor Platten’s question from last meeting, there are LED lights being used at the Community Center, where available. 

A law passed by the Governor is now requiring AEDs to be available at recreational events. After speaking with Director Patrick, the recreation program believes they may need a total of five. A discussion ensued at this point and Attorney Frateschi will look further into this law. Attorney Frateschi is also waiting on a response from the State in regards to the Not for Profit Recreation Club.
Councilor Blumer:  The Planning Board did not meet this month.
Ambulance fees can no longer separate rates between resident and non-resident. However, the rate is lower than others in the area. The increase to the rate was not large.
Councilor Caron:  Obtaining a disability certificate proved to be a challenge this week, but has since been received and a method to have authorized persons signed up to request certificates established. 
Spectrum sent a representative, James Warner, to go over billing and services. The Community Center has been on an outdated service and will be updated.
The Joint Water Project meeting was held, the IMA was discussed but is not ready to put in place as of yet. There are still a lot of questions to be answered. We are getting closer to having bids go out. There are several delinquent Town water bills that will need to be placed onto tax bills. A brief discussion took place in regards to remaining Easement Agreements. Kristen Gillibrand is interested in assisting with funding of the project and will be in discussing it further.

Fire Services will hold a recruit weekend on April 13-14. 
Councilor Platten:  The updating of dog control has been done on the website.
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION:  Codes Officer Tanner stated that the cleanup process on the Sandbank property in violation is moving slowly. He has given notification that it is still unacceptable and will need to move at a faster pace. 
A property on Route 5 West has received complaints. The owner is in the process of selling and the structure will be torn down.

A property in Hart Lot is being dealt with for an excessive amount of unlicensed vehicles on the property.

300 letter for short term rentals, fees and health department regulations have gone out to all waterfront property owners and a few known in-town rentals. There are about 50 more left to send out. 

Clerk Karlik asked for notification when individual offices will be closed, and reopened. 
EXECUTIVE SESSION:  On a motion by Councilor Blumer, seconded by Councilor Duger, the Elbridge Town Board unanimously entered into Executive Session to discuss an asset matter. Minutes to be taken by Attorney Frateschi.
