Resolutions 46/23
The Elbridge Town Board herby finds that the report from the Town of Elbridge Codes office, on February 23, 2023, which also provides photographs, confirms that the conditions at 1107 Route 31 have not been rectified and are a public nuisance. The Elbridge Town Board further directed that the Town of Elbridge Codes Officer take the action necessary, up to the hiring of a third party, to clean up the stated property to abut the public nuisance it has created.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:
Councilor Caron:  Councilor Caron attended the Association of Towns conference. There were a lot of interesting classes offered, and would be good for other departments to consider attending in the future. It was highly suggested to not support the new Home Rule legislation, as smaller municipalities can maintain their own Home Rule and not what the Governor is proposing.
The Joint Water Project should look into more available funds through Senator Schumer’s office. It would be beneficial to invite representatives to the April joint water meeting with the public, so they have a better understanding of what is being done.
Councilor Platten:  Assessing has offered some further information in regards to the income amounts and eligibility for the senior, and disability exemptions. At this time Supervisor Richardson asked if Assessor Garner was still against this. 
The environmental Commission has ordered trees for the spring program.

Councilor Blumer brought a map of the Elbridge Rural Cemetery for use. 
Councilor Duger:  The Highway department has been busy with roads during this last few days of inclement weather. 
Senior/Recreation programing has received five letters of interest for the assistant position. Interviews will be taking place in the next few weeks. This past week basketball camp ended, there were 90 participants. The seniors had a movie day and luncheon that went well with about 40 participants. 

Director Patrick and Superintendent White have discussed additional ideas for ARPA funds with Councilor Duger. Some suggestions have been generators for the two buildings, outside restrooms at the Community Center, as well as new flooring in the existing restrooms. Vinny Smith has been consulted in regards to the electronic sign. At this point Councilor Caron also suggested the possible new kitchen for the fire department.

Supervisor Richardson:  Ms. Gonyea has been busy n the Supervisor’s office closing the year end books and satisfying payroll.
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION:  Codes Officer Tanner further discussed the property at 1107 Route 31 in Memphis. 
Councilor Platten asked for further clarification on the drum roller bid. Attorney Frateschi answered his questions. 
ADJOURNMENT:  On a motion by Councilor Duger, seconded by Councilor Platten, the second monthly meeting of the Elbridge Town Board was adjourned at 7:43 PM.
