The Elbridge Town Board met on Thursday, February 27th, 2020, at 7PM at the Town Municipal Building, 5 Rte. 31, Jordan, NY to conduct their regular meeting.

Supervisor Vern Richardson called the meeting to order at 7PM and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Resolved: the Elbridge Town Board received the Justice Audit conducted by Insero & Co.CPAs, LLP for the year ending December 31st, 2019.
COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Councilor Platten: inquired about the Floor Scrubber that was approved at the last meeting and discussion ensued on the operation and time spent moving furniture. Judge Betts would like to find an experienced court clerk to fill Mike Weir’s vacancy. Will hold off on resolving to advertise and will need a job description.
Councilor Platten said high honors were deserving to Judge George Betts as he is the President of the Onondaga County Magistrates. Platten attended last Environmental Commission meeting and Duger was included in conversation regarding the availability of grants because of the Climate Smart initiative and the Clean Energy Community.
Councilor Duger: spoke about the press event on March19th. Reported on Recreation, seniors, JET Program, and the FOB/key system for both municipal buildings.
Councilor Caron: absent
Councilor Blumer:  attended the Association of Towns annual training in NYC and reviewed the classes he attended.
Supervisor Richardson: Thanked Town Attorney Scott Chatfield for his services to the Town, as he is moving to Florida, and Scott replied it was his pleasure. Deputy Clerk Danielle Karlik took a grant writing class and is enthusiastic to apply training.
CEO Howard Tanner: Mobile Home Operating Permits will need an extension as the state is changing departments around and permits will not be available until June 1st. Will attend required code training April 7th -9th. Mattessich Iron, LLC on Rte. 31 is buying the land to Laird Road with intent to expand their business.
Discussed a problematic property on Schaap Road that had a fire and was inspected and the house is savable. The owner is slowly having work done. The exterior property has many issues and 10 violations were ordered.
