ADOPT MINUTES:  On a motion made by Councilor Platten, seconded by Councilor Duger, the minutes from February 10, 2022 were reviewed and accepted.
MOTION TO PAY BILLS:  On a motion by Councilor Blumer, seconded by Councilor Duger General Bills Abstract #02, Vouchers #44-81, in the amount of $512,343.02 were ordered paid, and Highway Bills, Abstract #02, Vouchers #1016-1031, in the amount of $39,662.61 were ordered paid as amended (altering voucher #76 to excluded $24.00 sales tax) with a total disbursement of $552,005.63.

GUESTS:  Maureen Doyle addressed the Town Board as an advocate for the Jordan Historical Society with Susan Young’s permission. The Society is in the process of getting back on track with new ideas for promotion, events, memberships and putting items in order to remain qualified for their not-for-profit status. Mrs. Doyle distributed a report to the Town Board, which is on file in the Town Clerk’s office. 
NEW BUSINESS:  Codes Officer Tanner addressed the Board in regards to the vacant building (Old Subway/Family Dollar) on Route 5 and Life-a-tech’s interest in perusing use for their needed expansion. The Board agreed that the desire would be to keep them in the community. Zoning for this building currently is B1 and specific parameters for light industrial use need to have further discussion.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Councilor Blumer:  Attended the virtual training from the Association of Towns. Some classes were refresher courses and some, such as; Monitoring Budget, Conducting Labor Negotiations, and Municipal Broadband were new and very informative. 
The ZBA met to discuss a variance for a Stevens Road property. The required training for members of the ZBA and the Planning Board will be provided by Joe Frateschi in two joint meetings.

The Elbridge Fire Department reports have been submitted and are available for review.
Councilor Duger:  Attended the Association of Towns virtual training. Councilor Duger found it to be very informative with designated speakers to be supportive. Budget was a big topic of discussion. An abbreviated discussion on roads and bridges from Cornell was conducted and a more elaborate course will be offered on March 16, 2022. A course for revaluation and responsibilities for Assessors and Town Board was informative. 
The senior program has planned out upcoming trips, and the youth program pitching clinic went very well. There will be an upcoming voucher for Ultimate Goal to develop JE youth football. 140 have registered for basketball, and baseball registrations are out now. Family yoga went well.
Cleaning services are still being discussed, with interested parties being spoken with.
Councilor Platten:  The Justice office will be looking for a new assistant Justice Clerk. Councilor Platten will look further into this for more details and timing. 
Ron Leroy is searching for a person to performing mowing at the Mt. Pleasant cemetery this season. He is hoping for some recommendations from the Town. 

The Environmental Commission has suggested and area at the Community Center to plant three oak tree seedlings as an informative example for residents seeking to take on seedlings to plant of properties. This program will be limited to first come first serve participants. The Commission would like to have a survey put out to the community to gauge interest and calculate a number of seedling to purchase.  Councilor Blumer wanted to make it known that although the three trees may be planted, there is no guarantee that they will remain in years to come, if possible building changes occur. 
Supervisor Richardson:  True Green Solar will be sending out letters to residents this March. The Joint Water Project did not have anything new to report on since the last meeting. Certain properties are still in negations for purchasing. 
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION:  Codes Officer Tanner briefly discussed the proposed digital sign for Balliwick, and he will be putting together the next agenda for the Planning Board as a new secretary has not been hired as of yet.
Clerk Karlik inquired about companies and costs for United States flags. Also inquired to the JCAP grant and if it would cover any records management for the Justice Department, in regards to destruction of old files and file collection receptacles. Clerk Karlik also asked Attorney Frateschi and the Board about donating a poem from the Historian’s office to the country it was written about. She was informed that the Historian could donate it to the county it refers to, without issue.
