TOWN OF ELBRIDGE

TOWN BOARD MEETING 
JANUARY 23rd, 2020

The Town board of the Town of Elbridge met on Thursday, January 23rd, 2020, at 7PM, at the Town Municipal Building, 5 Rte. 31, Jordan, NY to conduct their regular meeting.

Supervisor Vern Richardson opened the meeting at 7:02 and led the Pledge of Allegiance.
PRESENT: Councilor Doug Blumer, Councilor Floyd Duger, Councilor Mike Caron, Councilor Todd Platten, and Supervisor Vern Richardson.

ADOPT MINUTES: On a motion by Councilor Caron seconded by Councilor Platten the minutes from the December 26th, 2019 meeting were approved with abstaining votes by Councilor Duger, who was absent, and Councilor Platten who was not yet on the board. 
The January 2nd, 2020, Organizational Meeting were approved by a motion of Councilor Caron seconded by Councilor Platten.

4) Attorney Scott Chatfield has resigned from his position as the town attorney and will be available through March 31st.

1) Joe Bisigiano, of Cooper Road regarding a PCD. Mr. and Mrs. Bisignano came before the board to discuss their property they’ve owned for 7 years. They have hosted events and are requesting a zone change and a possible planned commercial district. Councilor Blumer advised them to go before the Planning Board to discuss this project.

2) Patrick Snyder regarding Grayfield Properties. There are 3 partners that purchased this property at auction and all were present. Mr. Snyder presented a slide show of possible projects. The North side of Old Route 31 is close to Laird Road and N. McDonald Road and Jack Reef Path. East are 15 acres and West is 28acres. The Seneca River borders on the north of the property. A possible housing development was discussed. The town board said the next step will be to attend a Planning Board meeting.

Resolved: The Elbridge Town Board resolves to serve an order, pursuant to Section 33.4 of the Town Municipal Code, to repair or demolish the property at 980 Schaap Road, Tax Map #029.-03-14.2.
There was a lengthy discussion on this parcel with Code Officer Howard Tanner as its been problematic for years, and was structurally damaged by fire and condemned in December 2016, by previous Code Officer Robert Herrmann. Attorney Chatfield advised on the legal issues of this parcel and how the town can move forward as nothing has been done to comply with the structure damaged by fire.
COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Councilor Duger: fob system was discussed. Highway men have been working at the community center. Reported on senior programs.
Councilor Blumer: in regard to the Planning Board, the new Tessy expansion will add 50 new jobs. Recognized the code office, along with Paige and Attorney Chatfield, for all their effort in the work they’ve done on Chapter 30 of the municipal code. Also, gave kudos to the Historian’s Office- we are lucky to have them as it’s an extensive collection and much effort has been put into it over many years.
Councilor Caron: welcomed Eric Matthews to the Board of Assessment Review
Councilor Platten: nothing at this time.
Supervisor Richardson: will be interviewing soon for the position Cindy Meili vacated. Four applicants so far, and Cindy worked with Joe Patrick. 
REPORTS: Supervisor, Town Clerk, Codes, Historian, Highway, and Assessing.
Howard Tanner commented to the Town Board that there has been feedback from applicants to the Planning Board on how much easier it is to do business with the town now. The process is much easier and quicker.
