ADOPT MINUTES:  On a motion made by Councilor Blumer, seconded by Councilor Platten, the minutes from December 23, 2021 & January 6, 2022 were reviewed and accepted.
MOTION TO PAY BILLS:  On a motion made by Councilor Duger, seconded by Councilor Blumer, General Bills Abstract #01, Vouchers #1-43, in the amount of $183,543.21 were ordered paid, and Highway Bills, Abstract #01, Vouchers #1001-1015, in the amount of $86,583.89 were ordered paid with a total disbursement of $270,127.10.

COMMUNICATIONS:

· Barton & Loguidice would like to put out another letter for a second sewer project informational meeting. 

· True Green Capital Solar would like to attend the February 10th Town Board meeting to discuss the project.

· Taylor Bottar will be attending the February 10th Town Board meeting to discuss the ongoing water project. 
OLD BUSINESS:

· Townhouse project, Route 5, tax map # 040.-02-02.0 was discussed, and Attorney Frateschi will be writing up a resolution to call for a Public Hearing for proposed Local Law 2022-1 changing the B1 zoning for this area. 
· Councilor Caron inquired about fire department reports. Councilor Blumer stated they are coming in.

NEW BUSINESS:
· After speaking with the residents on Hall road, Codes Officer Tanner would like the Board to consider reverting these properties back to their original Agricultural zoning from the current R1 zoning. After some discussion, Attorney Frateschi was asked to write up a Local Law and request for a Public Hearing. 
COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Councilor Blumer:  Association of Town’s training program has switched to virtual. 
The Historian is busy speaking with the Jordan Historical Society to figure out a method to preserve artifacts. The Historian is interested in using some of the department’s budget to aid in this. Items would need to be donated to the Town for this to occur. The Society is lacking full membership and isn’t able to maintain its status as a non-profit. Attorney Frateschi will draft a letter to the Historical Society to determine its ability to continue and how the contracted funds from the Town will be used. 

The Jordan Fire Department has submitted their report.
Councilor Duger:  The Recreation/ Senior program and JET program is continuing on as normal and on schedule for a full return to services. 
The Highway is busy with snow removal
Councilor Platten:  The Environmental Commission would like to purchase native species of trees to distribute to those residents who would like to plant them within the Town. The Town Attorney advised on the need for guidelines for this project and a statement of how the plantings would benefit the Town along with a mission statement to justify the expense. 
The Justice department is working alongside the Records Management Officer to remove or relocate records to accommodate the storage room needed for open files. 

Councilor Platten will be meeting with the President of Champions Mobile Home Park to discuss an assessing issue.
Supervisor Richardson:  The auditors are finished with their work in the office and will continue offsite.
