ADOPT MINUTES:  On a motion by Councilor Duger, seconded by Councilor Caron, the minutes from June 13, 2024 were entered into record.
MOTION TO PAY BILLS:  On a motion by Councilor Caron, seconded by Councilor Platten General Bills Abstract #06, Vouchers #241-296, in the amount of $43,297.48 were ordered paid, and Highway Bills, Abstract #06, Vouchers #1081-1102, in the amount of $32,403.79 were ordered paid with a total disbursement of $75,701.27.

GUEST:  Dan Compitello –Delaware River Solar addressed the Board as a representative of the New York One Elbridge LLC solar project, which has been approved by the Planning Board and proposed to be operational by the end of 2024. The project is looking for the Town to sign off on the decommissioning plan and cost estimate provided, as well as the operation and maintenance plan. The Town attorney would like these plans in agreement form rather than “plans”. It is also felt the bond amount is low and he would like it to be higher. As the land owner, Doug Blumer stated that the decommissioning plan does not yet meet the contract. Supervisor Richardson would like further discussion to take place at the next Board meeting. 
COMMUNICATIONS:  The Joint Municipal Water project will hold a pre-bid meeting on July 18th at 10:00 AM, at the Town Municipal Building. 
The highway contracts have been agreed upon with 3% increase each year for the next three years. 
OLD BUSINESS:
· Gate/Camera Trash program – still pending.
· Voucher final payment – Supervisor Richardson spoke with Onondaga County; Maxwell Appraisal has done everything it was supposed to do. A brief discussion took place in regards to photographs. 
· Solar PILOT Agreement – Not a lot of room to negotiate PILOT payments, but based on other town agreements, require an upfront negotiable one-time payment. The Town Attorney will have more information soon.
· Possible CEC Grant – A meeting was held in regards to the grant and what it could be used for. Possible projects are window replacements, heat pump, based on an energy audit. 
· Comprehensive Plan – Is currently being reviewed by the New York Department of State. Grant funding won’t be released until the Department of State approves. Once approved there will be a public hearing scheduled.
NEW BUSINESS: 
· Offer from General Code to update our code book. Three years have passed since the last update. The number of hard copies and what was budgeted will need to be looked at before approval. This matter will be discussed at the July Town Board meeting. 

· The Onondaga Volunteer Firefighter Association will be hosting their meeting on July 12-13. Councilor Caron would like the electronic sign to display a welcome to them. A discussion took place in regards to the electronic sign policy, fees, donations, and possible waiver.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Councilor Duger: The highway has poured concrete for the Shantz road bridge. It’s coming along well. 
The Hazard Mitigation Plan contact information has been sent in and a meeting will be held on July 25th in Liverpool. A webinar will also be held.

On June 18, 2024, Ryan McMahon attended a senior luncheon, by his own request. On the 19th a special luncheon was held. 50 attendees enjoyed Director Patrick’s efforts to put the event together. Two Feet Short was scheduled as entertainment.
Councilor Blumer:  Historian Parkman received a grant from the Polmroy Foundation to place a marker in recognition of the Rochester Railroad in Jordan. 
Councilor Caron:  Insurance has been quiet. 

Brandon Williams mentioned that the 3 mil requested, for the Joint Water Project, from his office, has the Town 2nd on his list. All acquisitions have been signed, two critical easements remain, and 13 non-critical. An additional round of letters will be sent out to property owners.
A discussion in regards to Fire Service OSHA upgrades, comment website, and information took place.
Councilor Platten:  The Environmental commission met with Limeledge Botanical Gardens for a walk through of the property, and discussed the future plans for trails and events. The Commission gave suggestions for steps to take, and are looking forward to see it come together.
Assessing is finished with BAR meetings, and the Roll will be signed off on. Assessor Garner will return to her regular Tuesday work days.
Troy Wafner will be leaving CNYSPCA. We will receive new contact information. 
Supervisor Richardson:  2025 Budget sheets will be coming out in July.
