ADOPT MINUTES: On a motion by Councilor Platten, seconded by Councilor Caron, the minutes from October 13, 2022 were accepted.
MOTION TO PAY BILLS: On a motion by Councilor Duger, seconded by Councilor Blumer, General Bills Abstract #10, Vouchers #386-436, in the amount of $102,764.99 were ordered paid, and Highway Bills, Abstract #10, Vouchers #1179-1200, in the amount of $291,618.13 were ordered paid with a total disbursement of $394,383.12.

COMMUNICATIONS:  On November 12, 2022 the annual Veterans’ Coffee Social will take place at the Community Center from 9:00 Am to Noon. The Board has been invited to attend.
OLD BUSINESS:   1) Propose Town Revaluation was discussed briefly. The Town has received three quotes. An outside firm will be able to complete the reval sooner than having it done in-house. Councilor Blumer expressed the advantage to having it completed sooner when it comes to dropping tax rates and large land owners.
                                 2) Budget changes involving the new Water Districts was discussed. There will be tax amounts added to this year’s Town and County tax bills for water districts involved in the Joint Water Project, and letters will be sent out to residents stating this change.
NEW BUSINESS:  1) The Town office hours were brought up, and it was revealed that Friday business for all offices was minimal to none. Supervisor Richardson conferred with the various departments, and it was the general consensus that maintaining the summer hour schedule would be “workable” year round.  
                                 2) A voucher from the Environmental Commission was discussed, in regards to tax, as well as using earned points for purchases on a personal credit card and what can be reimbursed. The Board consulted with the Town attorney. He informed them that points have a monetary value. It was further discussed that monies should be used through Town funds and not personal for items purchased for Town use.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Councilor Blumer:  Codes has submitted a report. There are proposed plans for a new pole barn, and home addition, but with the rising costs of material construction has slowed down. Safety inspection are nearly completed for the year. Codes Officer Tanner will be researching other towns for local laws in regards to outdoor entertainment, with the hopes of having something drafted in time for the summer season.  
Councilor Duger:  A thank you was offered out to Superintendent White and the Highway department for the assistance with tree removal at Elbridge Rural cemetery. Councilor Duger inquired about the arrival of the new JET van. Superintendent White hope for its arrival by 2023.
There was a special luncheon held at the Community Center for seniors this past week. Two community center programs have been selected for an upcoming special program, Virtual Service Center, and Elbridge was chosen. This program will be online only, accessed through a password, and will be divided up by subject. It is intended to assist those individuals who are isolated, or unable to attend “in-person” gatherings. 

Seymour Lofft is nearly completed with the disbursement of the ball mix. 
Councilor Caron:  The update copier is all set. The Water Project was discussed, and nothing to report on cable at this time. Insurance is quiet at the moment. Fill the Hill will take place at JE high school on Saturday 10/29/22.
Councilor Platten:  The Justice department is quiet. Assessing will be discussed in executive session. The Environmental Commission met and would like to be included in the ribbon cutting for the Solar project. They have also inquired about the location of an electric charging station. Councilor Duger informed the Board that the purchase of this is currently on hold for the next available grant, and it is planned to be placed at the Town Hall. 
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION:

Superintendent White stated that the plows are ready for the winter season. The Highway department is working at Seymour Lofft. 

Attorney Frateschi will have a Local Law prepared soon for the repeal of the current Fire Code and updated replacement.

EXECUTIVE SESSION:  On a motion by Councilor Blumer, seconded by Councilor Duger, the Elbridge Town Board moved into Executive Session at 7:44 PM to discuss legal contracts and the employment history of a certain employee.
