GUESTS:  

Village of Jordan Trustee Tim Stapleton addressed the Board in regards to the continuing joint municipal effort in seeking a suitable building or property for the combined use of historical departments. It is felt that the disagreements/misunderstandings between private entities should not halt the search for a new facility and the Village of Jordan fully supports the continuation to find a new space. 
Trustee Simko and Elaine Peters reiterated this sentiment. Supervisor Richardson stated that the Town Board is also in favor of moving forward. At this time further discussion ensued.

MOTION TO PAY BILLS:  On a motion by Councilor Platten, seconded by Councilor Blumer, General Bills Abstract #03, Vouchers #109 -149, in the amount of $32,149.37 were ordered paid, and Highway Bills, Abstract #03, Vouchers #1034 - 1042, in the amount of $21,285.56 were ordered paid with a total disbursement of $53,434.93. The Elbridge Town Board enters into contract with Speedy’s Landscaping & Lawn Service for the 2025 season at a total fee of $11,000.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:  Councilor Blumer thanked Historian Parkman for his efforts in receiving a grant for the third year to continue a digitization of newspapers. The scans will be available online from NYS Historic Newspapers. With the placement of the new historical marker, there are now 25 historical markers within the Town. Historian Parkman is wrapping up last year’s grant projects. Councilor Blumer also gave a special note of appreciation to the Locke 51 volunteers, with the help of Maureen Doyle and Onondaga Parks, in maintaining the cleanup of the area. 
Councilor Platten stated the Environmental Commission has met and set a tentative date for their annual tree giveaway. However, this date may need to be amended. He will get information posted to the website. A call from the Village of Jordan was also received to report a dead Ash tree in Jordan Rural Cemetery that may cause damage to stones should it fall. There are a lot of Ash trees on Town property that should be removed. A short discussion took place on this topic. Councilor Platten also discussed and email with the Town Assessor in regards to dates for Sitting with the Roll (6/4, /7 and 6/9), and Grievance Day (6/10). He will have this information posted to the website. Supervisor Richardson said he has received good reports in regards to the Assessing Office. 
Supervisor Richardson reminded the Board and the audience of the April 10th Public Hearing on the proposed solar moratorium. A brief discussion took place. Supervisor Richardson also mentioned the upcoming April 15th Joint Municipal Water meeting.
Clerk Karlik spoke about the upcoming cleanup season. It was discussed with Superintendent White. Permits prices will increase to $15.00 per trip up to six trips for the season, beginning in May and ending in August. 
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION:  Mrs. Maureen Doyle spoke for the Jordan Historical Society; this will be the second year for their middle school baccalaureate project. Three volunteers will be interviewing local veterans for this year’s project. April 15th a presentation from a JE Alumni (1966) on his father’s travels for the Alaskan gold rush. April 28th at 7:00 PM a presentation in regards to WWII farming in Jordan by Karen Weismann. 
ADJOURNMENT:  By motion of Councilor Blumer, seconded by Councilor Farrugia, the March 27, 2025 was unanimously adjourned at 7:53 PM.
