Resolutions 111/25
The Elbridge Town Board resolves to approve the signing of Herrtronics’ monitoring contract for the installation of the panic system at the total cost of $1445.00, and the continued $30.00 per month monitoring. 

COMMITTEE REPORTS:  The Market of Hope will be taking place on November 14, 2025 at the Community Center. The pickleball nets are coming down and will be stored until next season. A grant for $5,000 from the JE Community Council has been awarded to the Town for the pickleball courts. 
The Planning Board will meet on November 18th, due to the holiday falling on their regularly scheduled meeting date. They are expecting a busy schedule. 
A grant from Syracuse Metro is being offered to study the feasibility for creating trails. CNY Development Agency has suggested the Town should participate in this grant opportunity. 
After discussions with CJ Graham for disability insurance, it looks like the savings would be minimal and it would be the best option to stay with Guardian. 
Historian Parkman received and email for assistance with cemetery maintenance and possible available grants. 
The tree removal in areas of the water project quoted at $3,200, will be divided between the three municipalities according to the percentages in the IMA. 
The Assessor received a call in regards to water payments on land in the Village of Elbridge that is not buildable. This is not an Assessor issue, but a Village issue. 
Environmental Commission minutes are on record. Plans are being discussed for the upcoming year. 
The water project roadway area work is winding down, and will resume in the spring.

AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION:  Mr. McIntyre inquired about the pay period for the new veterans Coordinator. She will be paid every two weeks. He also inquired about the discussed emergency panic buttons and if they would be available for the Community Center. At this time the Center is considered a separate system and the proposed panic buttons will not carry the distance needed to operate.
Mrs. Davis mentioned that at the Village of Elbridge meeting certain Town expectations were discussed. She inquired to the proposed letter from the meeting prior and if this had been sent to the mayor as of yet. Further discussion took place at this time. Councilor Platten will further discuss matters with Superintendent White.
