· On 3/29/26 History was made by taking State Championship for the first time ever.
· In April there were 60 teams from the country at Dayton, OH.  Our small-town group came in 4th in the country.  Most of these schools had over 2-3,000 students in their schools – JE has around 3-400

· Robert Allan, Esq asked to speak briefly about a legal issue his client is in regarding a liquor license for Moro’s Catering.  Basically they are the sole catering company for The Munro House. They actually need to have the municipality approval application.  Mr. Allyn is coming to the Board to ask to waive the 30 day notice to have it off premises versus on premises liquor license.  After speaking to our Attorney, he states that this a routine request on a clerical error and should be no problem.  Board agreed to do a Resolution later in the meeting tonight.



COMMUNICATIONS:
· Supervisor Bush attended the Supervisors luncheon.  The Onondaga County Health Department spoke about their Cancer Screening Van, programs for Healthy Schools and communities, Bureau of Disease Control for immunizations and had information for a tobacco free Central New Y ork.
· Also attended Syracuse Metropolitan Transit meeting.  This was about the trail from Jordan to Hartlot to Mottville.  They would like to do this in 2 phases and hope to have a conceptual agreement within a year time frame.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:
· Councilor Chilson
· Veterans - Sue, Ken and Village of Jordan were able to get the last of the banners up for the Holiday.
· Justice and Recreation are all doing good.
· Councilor Farrugia
· Assessors – working on assessment roll.  New assessments have gone out.  Preparing for Grievance Day on 6/9/2026.  McMann just rescinded 65% tax incentive to go back to 50% - may affect some grievances. 
· Highway in full swing.  New truck not in service yet.  Had to be sent back to adjust the cap protector.  Sweeper repairs.  There has been quite a bit of working parts that are needing repairs.  Looking into warranty.  The Highway Position has been recommended.  Will have a resolution to the board for the next meeting.
· Pest Control – met with CNY Bug Control.  As of tonight still waiting on bid from that.  Once that is in, we will have 3 companies to review.  Supervisor Bush has contacted Orkin to terminate the BIRD Contract (only) immediately.
· Technology – Jason Parkman still does not have phone and email set up to the 365 program.  It’s been going back and forth from Jason and Chris (IT).  At this point Jason needs to contact Chris to move forward.
· Councilor Platten
· Water Board Meeting is 82% complete to date.  There are some change orders that were approved/some not.  Still looking at completion date for end of June.  The Joint Municipalities seem to all agree that the Jordan Road water tank will need to be replaced.  Currently they will be getting quotes.  Additional work will most likely not happen.  We will need to increase bond for the tank work for $1 Million.  Joint Municipalities will pay for the tree removal on Kingston.  Engeineers to amend IMA agreement.  The first meeting will be on 5/27/26 at 8:00 am at the Village of Elbridge, with the VOE clerk taking the minutes.  Fiscal advisors will be doing an amendment to figure out the increase cost to town.
· Planning Board had several issues:
· Blessed Hope Church on Route 31 wants to go into Phase 2.
· Route 5 East (Fey Property) – was a no show
· Munro House is complete
· Hourigan subdividing going as planned and moving forward
· Locksmith building on Route 5 West now wants to put a bathroom in since it may become more of a small business (2-3 employees).  Will now require a new site plan.
· Wildwood – in order to continue without penalty, they must continue to show up to each meeting, there is a non-negotiable list of items that will need to be completed (parking/hours of operation/septic/water/outdoor lighting/driveway to name a few).
· Councilor Platten will forward these meeting minutes to the Town Board once he gets them.
· Environmental Commission – nothing to report 
· Councilor Davis
· Historian – waiting on Carissa Stone proposal for the Redman Cemetery
· Making sure the Mowing company the Town has hired is mowing the cemeteries.
· RFP is in process.  We need to set a date.
· Requested to have a “work night”, which would be public, to discuss where we are as a board to date and any plans/goals for the future.  TBD
· Kester Homestead to start doing Farmer’s Market.  Would just like Howard to make sure they are ok to do this.
