MINUTES:  On a motion by Councilor Caron, seconded by councilor Platten the minutes from the November 13 Town Board Meeting were unanimously entered into record.
On a motion by Councilor Platten, seconded by Councilor Blumer, the minutes from the November 18 Joint Water Meeting were entered into record, unanimously.

There is concern on water billing placed on lots that are not buildable lots. This will need to be corrected by the villages, once they have determined which lots. The Town will also need to look at the list for this error.

Resolutions 115/25
The Elbridge Town Board resolves to appoint Patricia Cooper as the second Deputy Town Clerk beginning December 17, 2025, at $20.00 per hour, up to 25 hours for the final 2025 pay period.
COMMITTEE REPORTS:  The water project has been asked to include “loops” within the Village of Elbridge. These were not previously included in the engineering plans. To include these will add to the cost of the project, and change orders have already reduced the contingency funds significantly. The question was raised in regards to using LT2 funds for these “loops” to offset the cost, like the Town did with Crossett Road and the funds available for that district?
Fencing was not included for the retention pond on Hamilton road. 400+ feet would be needed to enclose it. It is felt that it would be a hazard not to enclose the pond. 
There are road signs from the Water Project contractors that have not been collected. Councilor Platten will contact the engineer to look into this matter.

A zoom meeting will be held on November 24th to discuss the grant offered by Syracuse Metro for a proposed trail system.

The Planning Board has met and the meeting was busy. A temporary Co for the Hamilton House has been extended. Site plans are moving forward, and they have offered a recommendation for zoning change, which Councilor Blumer will discuss with Attorney Frateschi for language and calling for a Public Hearing. 

The pickleball courts have been closed down for the winter season. The senior Christmas party will be held on December second. On December first the JET will be used to tour historical sites within the Town to help aide in potential grants. 

Supervisor Richardson thanked Mrs. Minnig for all her work on the 2026 budget.
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION:  Mrs. Davis asked what areas were adjusted in the 2026 budget. Councilor Blumer explained the moving of funds in the DA and DB lines for a more accurate representation. She also inquired about the ambulance contract and was informed it is still in negotiations. 
Mayor Brim spoke more in depth about lots and the water project in regards to the Village of Jordan. 
EXECUTIVE SESSION:  On a motion by Councilor Platten, seconded by Councilor Farrugia, the Elbridge Town Board entered into Executive Session at 7:57 PM.
