Minutes for the January 23, 2025 meeting, held by the Elbridge Town Board. Supervisor Richardson called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

ADOPT MINUTES:  On a motion by Councilor Blumer, second by Councilor Platten, the minutes from January 9, 2025 were unanimously entered into record.
MOTION TO PAY BILLS:  On a motion by Councilor Platten, seconded by Councilor Blumer, General Bills Abstract #01, Vouchers #1-41, in the amount of $125,080.36 were ordered paid, and Highway Bills, Abstract #01, Vouchers #1000-1015, in the amount of $99,530.70 were ordered paid with a total disbursement of $224,611.06.

GUESTS: 
· Ken Alpha addressed the Board in regards to his 17+ acres of vacant land currently within the Village of Elbridge. Three sides of this parcel connect to Town limits. Mr. Alpha would like to have this parcel annexed into the Town, as it is landlocked. He has stated that Village Code does not allow for hunting. The parcel does not receive any Village services. He has spoken to the Village Mayor and Village Attorney and has been referred to the Town Board to further the process. Attorney Frateschi explained the process, and discussion took place. 
COMMUNICATIONS:  The food pantry move went extremely well, with 30+ volunteers, it was successful.
OLD BUSINESS:  CNY Regional Planning has a goal of mid-March for a revised draft of the Comprehensive Plan, with a Joint meeting between Villages and Town set for late March for further discussion. A Power Point presentation for the public will be set up and an approved final draft in April and then a Public Hearing to take place. July seems like the earliest time for final approval.
Councilor Duger will forward an email of information from the Hazard Mitigation Plan.
COMMITTEE REPORTS:  Councilor Blumer stated the Planning Board has met and has discussed a couple minor subdivisions, as well as a proposed site plan submittal. They are anticipating other site plan modifications to come.
The Historian has decided it is in the best interest to postpone any further merger decisions, as well as locating a new building, until certain non-Town legal matters are resolved.

Councilor Platten discussed the proposed phone system quote. He feels more information is needed to make a decision.

There was no meeting for the Environmental Commission. However, they are interested in doing another program with the Jordan Historical Society. 

Interviews for the open Assessor position have been conducted. Discussion took place. Councilor Platten will make a call to find out availability, discuss salary and possibilities for a clerk, as well. He will email the Board with more information.

Easement are wrapping up on the Joint Water Project. Hydrants have been agreed upon. An open meeting will be held on February 20, 2025 at 9:00 AM. 
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION:  Clerk Karlik asked the Board to consider a joint water software program for water collection as residents come in to pay water bills often, and it would assist with ease and transparency. 
She also asked the Board to consider, if legally possible, waiving the 3% of Bingo funds given to the Town from events conducted by volunteer/charitable programs, such as the fire departments. She has a call in to the Director of Gaming Commission. Attorney Frateschi will look further into this.

Attorney Frateschi believes the motel property on Route 5, that is in violation, has been served. 
ADJOURNMENT:  On a motion by Councilor Platten, seconded by Councilor Blumer, the January 23, 2025 Town Board meeting was unanimously adjourned at 8:05 PM.
