Resolutions 38/23
WHEREAS, an application has been made to the Town Board by Hourigan/Cardberry (the “Applicant”) for approval of a zone change from Rural Residential to a new floating district entitled the Hamilton House Planned Commercial District that would allow for special events in existing buildings and overnight lodging (the “Application”) for the property located at 5407 Hamilton Road, Town of Elbridge, which property consists of a 12.7 +/- acre improved parcel (the “Property”); 

WHEREAS, the Town Board is considering this zoning amendment and zone change under Local Law 2023-1, as set forth below:


LOCAL LAW 2023-1, A LOCAL LAW AMENDING CHAPTER 265 OF THE TOWN OF ELBRIDGE CODE BY ADDING A NEW SECTION 265-20.1 AND AMENDING THE ZONING MAP OF THE TOWN OF ELBRIDGE:

Be it enacted by the Town Board of the Town of Elbridge, Onondaga County, New York as follows:

Section 1.  Chapter 265 of the Town Code of the Town of Elbridge is amended by adding a new Section 265-20.1 as follows:

§ 265-20.1

Hamilton House Planned Commercial District.
A.  The district only applies to the 12.7 +-acre parcel designated as Tax Map No. 039.-02-12.1 located at 5407 Hamilton Road.

B. Permitted buildings and uses.

(1)  This district is designed to create a unified facility to accommodate special events such as weddings, group gatherings, celebrations and similar short-term invitation-only public assemblies.

(2)  Commercial Indoor Lodging for special event guests and/or the general public within the existing dwelling.

(3)  Other specific events upon approval of the Town Board by resolution after receipt of a request therefore by the owner.

(4)  The arrangement layout and design of the improvements on the property are limited to those depicted on the site plan drawn by Eggleston and Krenzer Architects, PC, revised January 18, 2023, bearing file number DWG 1 of 1, all as approved by the Town Board and on file in the Town Clerk's office.

(5)  Said plan may be amended from time to time by the Town Board by resolution only after recommendation of the Planning Board.

C. Specific limitations. The specific limitations hereinafter stated may be amended or modified by the Town Board after review and consideration of a special permit therefor.

(1)  
No new building may be added without approval of the Town Board. 

(2)
 On-site event activities will conclude no later than 11:00 p.m. on Friday and Saturdays, and 10:00 p.m. on Sunday through Thursday. 

(3)
 Occupation of the site by guest and employees will be limited to 300.

(4)
Live or recorded music will not exceed the decibel levels set forth herein and be non-offensive to neighboring properties and will terminate no later than 11:00 p.m. on Friday and Saturday, and no later than 10:00 p.m. on Sunday through Thursday.  

(5)
Decibel maximum. The making or operation of any source of sound in such a manner as to create a sound level that exceeds the particular sound level limits set forth as follows shall be prohibited and any such violations shall be subject to fines, fees and prosecution as set forth in Article XIV and XVI herein: between 7:00 a.m. and 10:00 p.m., 70 dBA, and between 10:00 p.m. and 7:00 a.m., 50 dBA when measured at the adjoining property line.
(6)
The owner of the property will have a sufficient number of representatives on site, as determined by the Code Enforcement Officer, at all times during events to ensure the smooth and non-disruptive use of the property.

Sufficient sanitary facilities will be provided on site for all invitees and all trash generated will be removed and disposed of promptly.

(8)
Overnight Lodging guests shall have quiet hours between 10:00 pm and 7:00 am.

(9)
No fireworks of any kind will be permitted.

D. Phasing.

(1) Phase 1 (Spring of 2024).

(a) Events will be limited to 260 invitees after the ZEO/CEO of the Town determines that the required infrastructure and improvements have been completed.

(b) Seasonal ceremonies in original barn.

(2) Phase 2. (2024 or thereafter) The use of the dwelling for Commercial Indoor Lodging will be permitted only after the ZEO/CEO of the Town determines that the required infrastructure and improvements have been completed and are in compliance with the required governmental regulations. 


Section 2.
  That “The Revised Zoning Ordinance of the Town Elbridge”, as amended, and the “Zoning Map of the Town of Elbridge”, which by provisions of said Zoning Ordinance shall be, and the same hereby are, amended to change the zoning for the following described premises from Rural Residential to the Hamilton House Planned Commercial District pursuant to Local Law 2023-1, Section 1 as more particularly described below:

Section 3. This law shall take effect upon filing with the New York State Department of State.

WHEREAS, the Town Board desires to hear from members of the public on Local Law 2023-1;

NOW THERESFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of Elbridge, County of Onondaga, State of New York, shall hold a Public Hearing on said proposed Local Law 2023-1, and that such Hearing shall be held at the Town Hall of the Town of Elbridge, located at located at 5 Rt. 31, Village of Jordan, County of Onondaga, State of New York, on February 23, 2023 at 7:00 p.m. and be it further;

RESOLVED, that the Town Clerk give notice of such Public Hearing by the publication of a notice in at least one newspaper circulated in the Town, specifying the time when and the place where such Public Hearing will be held, and in general terms, describing the proposed Local Law.  Such notice shall be published once at least five (5) days prior to the Public Hearing.

The Elbridge Town Board resolves to hold a Public Hearing on Thursday, February 23, 2023 at 7:00 PM at the Municipal Building located at 5 Route 31, Jordan, New York to consider the notice of violation and collected refuse removal, according to Town Code Section 218.27, for the property located at 1107 Old Route 31, Memphis, New York, tax map # 024.-02-09.0.
COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Councilor Blumer:  The Historian is back to work and glad for it. He is currently trying to catch up on work. There have been 5 inquiries to the offered assistant position thus far. A committee will be formed for the sesquicentennial activities.

There has been one inquiry for the Planning Board open seat, at this time. This resident is also interested in the BOAR seat and the assistant to the Historian position.
There is a continuing issue in Jacks Reef for Codes violations. Howard has issued numerous violation letters without any response. He has given the Board information on the property. The owner is deceased. The wife could be served by mail, and the resident has not been able to be contacted with any attempts. Attorney Frateschi can contact a processor to serve the resident. A Public Hearing is scheduled to make a decision on how to proceed. Codes Officer Tanner does not have a name to serve.
The Planning Board is working on the proposal for a liquor store on Route 31. The potential apartments for Route 5 has an informal review. They would like to know what to look for in the way of separation of garage and main building. Will be concentrating on one building at this time, but the septic design allows for two.

Councilor Duger:  The highway department has been busy with snow and sleet and their efforts are appreciated.

The Community Center alarm continues to go off. Joe Patrick is trying to get a hold of Monotronics. The battery is suspected. Councilor Platten asked if it was hard wired. Councilor Blumer said it has a battery backup. Codes Officer Tanner stated there was a code in the panel and he would be checking on it. At this point Councilor Duger stated it is not a fire alarm, but Mr. Patrick is getting calls at all hours and would like to get it resolved.
The recreation program is going great and busy with the basketball program.

Supervisor Richardson will be the speaker at the February 7 luncheon.

Councilor Duger inquired to the proposal of playground funding. Supervisor Richardson has sent email out to Schumer’s office, and there shouldn’t be an issue to use ARPA funds, but it is a slow process. Funds need to be committed to by December 2024, and used by December 2026. Some other areas being considered are Highway, small businesses, and fire departments.
Councilor Platten:  The Justice department has been busy with evictions. 
The Environmental Commission is currently meeting. The would like to give away more species of trees this year and streamline the process. The proposal of restoration on Valley Drive has been considered. Scouts have done work in that area prior, but there is no way to police the road, or lighting. 

Assessing has been busy with mailings for the second senior exemption. The new assistant clerk is working out well, and getting all the information needed. Her time has been helping out quite a bit. There was a question in regards to ordering supplies. Can they order from Amazon as it can be a few dollars cheaper than Staples? Councilor Blumer asked about tax exemption with Amazon. Clerk Karlik stated the Town Offices do not have an account with Amazon. 
Supervisor Richardson: Veterans Coordinator Weirs received a call from a woman who would like to clean the headstones of veterans’ graves, but is looking for locations. Councilor Blumer would refer her to the Historian’s Office. It was also suggested as a good Eagle scout project.
The Joint Water Project is looking into adding Rolling Hills to the districts. The County Health Department is currently involved with this, as the water is contaminated. 
ADJOURNMENT:  On a motion by Councilor Platten, seconded by Councilor Blumer, the second meeting for the month of January was adjourned at 7:51 PM.
