ADOPT MINUTES:  On a motion by Councilor Duger, seconded by Councilor Caron, with an abstention from Councilor Platten, the minutes from June 9, 2022 were approved.
MOTION TO PAY BILLS:  On a motion by Councilor Caron, seconded by Councilor Blumer, General Bills Abstract #06, Vouchers # 210-251, in the amount of $62,051.53 were ordered paid, and Highway Bills, Abstract #06, Vouchers #1095-1114, in the amount of $16,287.95 were ordered paid with a total disbursement of $78,339.48.

BUDGET MODIFICATION:  On a motion by Councilor Caron, seconded by Councilor Platten, the following budget modifications were approved:

COMMUNICATIONS:  Supervisor Richardson received an email from County Legislator, Ken Bush Jr., in regards to grant monies being divided between Town and villages. There has been no 2nd installment of the stimulus funds as of yet, but was to be sent in the month of June.  
NEW BUSINESS:  Councilor Platten received word from the Assessor that she will now be available to do a four-year revaluation. She will gather numbers and get them to the Board for review. A list was questions was also submitted and Councilor Platten will be passing them along to the other members of the Board. In regards to the use of the Town vehicle, Councilor Platten explained that the Assessor works after hours, or last minute, to view properties and is not always able to access the Town vehicle at those times. A short discussion ensued. 
COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Councilor Blumer:  The Vanguard grant has been approved for the Historian’s office. Councilor Blumer thanked Jason Parkman for his efforts in pursuing this grant. 
The illegal septic issue on Sommes Road has been addressed by the Town and the County. There is a back order issue for the tank and the County is allowing the temporary tank until it arrives. 
Councilor Duger:  The Highway repaired a wash out on Kester and Whiting Road after heavy rains. The new Highway employee will be starting on the 27th of this month.
A senior trip will be taking place on July 13. 4 people has signed up for this event.

Seymour Lofft looks great and a lot of people are complimenting the efforts taken to maintain the park. The local Boy Scouts will be conducting a BB gun safety course on September 10th. Our attorney has been consulted and everything is in order.
Councilor Caron:  The Town has received a certificate of congratulations from PERMA for having a successful span of time with no workman comp claims. 
The joint municipal sewer project has been terminated on the Town’s part. 

The joint water project is currently waiting on property acquisitions. It is the hope of all that this part will be completed by the end of July. 

The County has met and approved 7 million for the installation of cable through the county. There are currently 15 bids for installers on this project. 
Councilor Platten:  Departments are quiet for the most part. Previous applicants for the part-time assessor clerk position will be notified that the position has been filled.
Supervisor Richardson:  The Juneteenth holiday will be revisited for next year’s schedule. 
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION:  Mister Daniel Andrews addressed the Board in regards to the Sommes Road issues. After some brief discussion, it was determined that Attorney Frateschi would be speaking to Codes Officer Tanner in regards to the mobile home, and that the septic issues were now with the County Health Department. Attorney Frateschi will be contacting Mr. Andrews with information. 
ADJOURNMENT:  On a motion by Councilor Duger, seconded by Councilor Platten, the second monthly meeting held on June 23, 2022 was adjourned at 7:43 PM.
