PUBLIC HEARINGS:  

#1 - On February 10, 2022 the Elbridge Town Board called for a Public Hearing to be held at the Municipal Town Building located at 5 Route 31, Jordan, NY at 7:00 PM. Notice was published in the Post Standard, and posted at the Jordan and Elbridge post offices, as well as the official Town Clerk sign board. 
LOCAL LAW 2022-1, A LOCAL LAW AMENDING CHAPTER 265 TO MODIFY ARTICLE III OF THE CODE OF THE TOWN OF ELBRIDGE TO ALLOW MULTI-FAMILY DWELLINGS IN THE BUSINESS (B1) DISTRICT:

Be it enacted by the Town Board of the Town of Elbridge, Onondaga County, New York as follows:

Section 1.
That Chapter 265, Article III entitled District Regulations, Section 265-14, of the Code of the Town of Elbridge, be amended as follows.  


§ 265-14 Business (B1) District: 

B.
Permitted buildings and uses. The following buildings and uses shall be permitted:


(1) Indoor sales.


(2) Indoor commercial entertainment.


(3) Restaurants and taverns.



(4) Indoor institutional.


(5) Personal and professional services.


(6) Special use permit as provided in § 265-86I.


(7)  Single-family dwelling after approval of the site plan thereof by the Planning Board pursuant to § 265-80 of this chapter. When considering the site plan for a single-family dwelling, the Planning Board shall satisfy itself that the following conditions exist:



(a) The lot upon which the single-family dwelling is being proposed contain a minimum of one acre of land; and



(b) The total acreage of the particular B-1 District in which the single-family dwelling is proposed is not, at the time of the application for site plan approval, developed with commercial enterprises totaling more than 25% thereof.

(8)  Multi-family dwelling after approval of the site plan thereof by the Planning Board pursuant to §265-80 of this chapter.  When considering the site plan for the multi-family dwelling, the Planning Board shall satisfy itself that the following conditions exist:



(a)  The lot upon which the multi-family dwelling is being proposed contains a minimum of five acres of land; and



(b)  The lot coverage for any multi-family dwelling is no more than fifty (50) percent of the total acreages of the lot;



(c)  The lot upon which the multi-family dwelling is being proposed in more appropriate for a multi-family dwelling than a business based on the location, proximity to other residential homes, configuration of the lot, access for motor vehicles, and the general topography of the lot. *

Specific district regulations. Uses shall be subject to the following requirements:

Section 2.  Effective date. 

This local law shall take effect immediately upon filing with the Secretary of State.

LOCAL LAW 2022-2, A LOCAL LAW AMENDING THE ZONING MAP OF THE TOWN OF ELBRIDGE:

Be it enacted by the Town Board of the Town of Elbridge, Onondaga County, New York as follows:

Section 1.  That “The Revised Zoning Ordinance of the Town Elbridge”, as amended, and the “Zoning Map of the Town of Elbridge”, which by provisions of said Zoning Ordinance shall be, and the same hereby are, amended to change the zone for the following described premises from Residential (R-1) District to Agricultural Zoning District, such property which is commonly known as 1753 Hall Road, identified as tax map no. 028-04-07.1


Section 2.
That “The Revised Zoning Ordinance of the Town Elbridge”, as amended, and the “Zoning Map of the Town of Elbridge”, which by provisions of said Zoning Ordinance shall be, and the same hereby are, amended to change the zone for the following described premises from Residential (R-1) District to Agricultural Zoning District, such property which is commonly known as 1785 Hall Road, identified as tax map no. 028-04-07.2


Section 3.  That “The Revised Zoning Ordinance of the Town Elbridge”, as amended, and the “Zoning Map of the Town of Elbridge”, which by provisions of said Zoning Ordinance shall be, and the same hereby are, amended to change the zone for the following described premises from Residential (R-1) District to Agricultural Zoning District, such property which is commonly known as 1731 Hall Road, identified as tax map nos. 028-04-09, 028-04-10 and 028-04-11 


Section 4. That “The Revised Zoning Ordinance of the Town Elbridge”, as amended, and the “Zoning Map of the Town of Elbridge”, which by provisions of said Zoning Ordinance shall be, and the same hereby are, amended to change the zone for the following described premises from Residential (R-1) District to Agricultural Zoning District, such property which is commonly known as 1721 Hall Road, identified as tax map no. 028-04-12.1.


Section 5.  That “The Revised Zoning Ordinance of the Town Elbridge”, as amended, and the “Zoning Map of the Town of Elbridge”, which by provisions of said Zoning Ordinance shall be, and the same hereby are, amended to change the zone for the following described premises from Residential (R-1) District to Agricultural Zoning District, such property which is commonly known as 1701 Hall Road, identified as tax map no. 028-04-14.0


Section 6. This law shall take effect upon filing with the New York State Department of State.


WHEREAS, the Town Board declares itself as lead agency for the project, finds this to be an Unlisted Action and based upon the application, the short environmental assessment form review, the criteria set forth in 6 NYCRR 617.7 and personal knowledge of the site, hereby issues a negative declaration pursuant to the State Environmental Quality Review Act;

ADOPT MINUTES:  On a motion by Councilor Platten, seconded by Councilor Duger, the minutes from March 10, 2022 were approved.
MOTION TO PAY BILLS:  On a motion by Councilor Blumer, seconded by councilor Duger, General Bills Abstract #03, Vouchers #82-129, in the amount of $104,085.78 were ordered paid, and Highway Bills, Abstract #03, Vouchers #1032-1050, in the amount of $27,174.23 were ordered paid with a total disbursement of $131,260.01.

GUESTS:  Taylor Bottar from Barton and Loguidice addressed the Board in regards to the ongoing Joint Sanitary Sewer System Improvement Project. A second meeting was held to discuss this project further with residents on March 23, 2022. Mr. Bottar asked the Board how they would like to proceed with the design aspects of this project for the areas of the Town which will be included. Supervisor Richardson explained the feedback he had received from residents, both positive and negative. Councilor Blumer inquired to how information is being dispersed, as some residents involved did not receive letters. Mr. Bottar stated that letters were sent based on address’ from Tax roll. At his point the Board discussed with Mr. Bottar and Attorney Frateschi the options of using Article 12 or 12A. It was the majority opinion that this project could utilize Article 12A, as they did with the Joint Water Project, as this give the residents and opportunity to pass petitions if they are not in favor if this project. 
Mr. Bottar briefly touched upon the Joint Water Project. It is moving forward, and is still working with one land acquisition issue. There is an alternative plan in place and he will discuss the matter with Mayor DeCola before the next water meeting in April.

Resolved:  
The Town of Elbridge resolves to concur with the determination of the Village of Jordan that the proposed Town of Brutus, Town of Elbridge, and Village of Jordan Joint Sanitary Sewer System Improvement Project is a Type 1 action and will not have a significant adverse impact on the environment, and be it further resolved that the Town of Elbridge hereby concurs with the establishment of the Village of Jordan as the Lead Agency for the project.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Councilor Blumer:  There was one letter of interest for the opened Planning Board position, and it seems to be a good fit. An interview will be scheduled. E-codes has sent an updated estimate, Councilor Blumer suggested waiting until 2023 to pursue any updates, as more legislation is pending. 
Councilor Duger:  Over 200 sign up for the upcoming baseball/softball season. The recreation program is moving along well. Senior luncheons are up to 40 participants. Unfortunately, there is a hold up with the planned Niagara Falls senior trip with the rising costs of fuel and no price input available at this time. There is an upcoming Highway Department opening, and cleaning services have been terminated, with a new hire to begin in April. The language for light industrial in a B1 district will be forthcoming from Attorney Frateschi. The Historian’s office has a new volunteer, and a future project for preserving cemetery stones/grounds is being discussed. 
Councilor Caron:  Councilor Caron spoke with a resident in regards to Verizon phone and cable installation. He explained the grant from the country and is currently waiting for a return call to see how this family would like to move forward with obtaining service. He also met with a Toshiba representative for office printers and ink supplies. At this time, it is not advantageous for us to switch. Northland was called in regards to the unchanging clock on the Assessing clerk’s phone system. It has been remedied. Councilor Caron plans to attend the upcoming PERMA training. Bill Street from NYMIR will be submitting quotes for workmen’s comp. Carl Oman, past chief of Elbridge fire department has passed away. 
Councilor Platten:  The Environmental Commission has established a letter and guidelines for the future tree planting program. They are very excited about the benefit this will have for the Town. Councilor Platten will be meeting with the Town Historian to discuss cemeteries and a future grant opportunity. Two letters of interest have been received for the open part-time assessing clerk position. A time to interview will be scheduled. 
Supervisor Richardson:  Supervisor Richardson spoke with the True Green Solar, currently there are 255 residents signed up for the program. A second letter will be sent out and a plan is set to have the system up by mid-summer. Councilor Platten inquired about who is responsible for the ground maintenance of the site, to which Supervisor Richard replied that the company is. 
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION:  Codes Officer Tanner spoke about the snow melt and garbage in yards. He also spoke about the regulations for campers and RVS that are being lived in on residential properties. He suggests setting more specific legislations. 
Mr. Sigmond Pieklik inquired about the multi-family dwelling public hearing as he arrived after the hearing closed. The Board informed him as to the location of the proposed project. 
ADJOURNMENT:  On a motion by Councilor Duger, seconded by Councilor Platten, the second regular meeting of the Elbridge Town Board in the month of March was adjourned at 8:18 PM.
