Our score in this race and the series has been made significantly worse because the race committee:
a) failed to display code flag L from the committee vessel as required by SI 3.3;
b) set a course of 11.7nm that could not be finished by most boats in the time available under the 

conditions of 5kts at start and throughout the race;
c) did not shorten the course to give slower boats an opportunity to finish;
d) delayed the start by and hour but failed to extend the time limit by an hour to match;
e) did not abandon the race when it was clear that it would not be a fair race and that one boat 

would be given an unfair advantage over others in the series;
f) did not allow for an extension of the time limit after the first boat finishes thus favouring bigger/

faster boats over smaller/slower ones.
