WILLIAMSBURG EAST

OCCUPANCY RULES AND REGULATIONS

These rules and regulations are for the mutual benefit of all residents and are an integral part of your LEASE. Your cooperation will make Williamsburg East an enjoyable and safe residence for all the tenants.


1. No Smoking – Buildings are non-Smoking this includes vapes, Marijuana, & Medical Marijuana.
2. No dogs, cats or pets of any kind shall be kept in or about the premises. Owners or owners’ agent shall have the right to determine what might be classified as a pet. No visiting Pets/Animals are permitted 

3.  All trash and garbage are to be placed in plastic bags and tied shut. Owners will provide a receptacle for garbage. No parking will be permitted in front of receptacles.

4. No sign, signal, illumination, advertisement, notice by lettered sign or equipment shall be exhibited, inscribed, painted, affixed, or exposed on or at any window or any part of the outside or inside of the apartment or building.

5. No awnings or other projections, television or radio antennas shall be attached to or extended from outside walls or roof of the building.

6. THE HEATING CABLES ARE IN THE CEILINGS.  THEREFORE, NO NAILS, SCREWS OR HARDWARE OF ANY KIND IS PERMITTED IN THE CEILINGS.

7. No changing locks (see lease agreement).

8. No interior alterations, painting or redecorating of a permanent nature may be done to the apartment or townhouse without written approval of the landlord.

9. Disturbing noise is not permitted at any time. Quiet hours is required between the hours of 10:00 P.M. and 6:00 A.M. Drunkenness, the use of profanity, loud or boisterous talk, and/or immoral conduct will not be tolerated. Threats, or acts of violence towards anyone inside the complex, Tenants are responsible for their guests.
10. The toilets, basins and other plumbing fixtures shall not be used for any purpose other than for which they were designed. No sweepings, rubbish, rags, or sanitary napkins are to be placed in them. Any damage resulting from misuse of such facilities shall be paid for by the tenant. Tenant shall keep the apartment in good and sanitary condition.

11. No motor bikes of any type are permitted. No motor homes or RVs of any type are permitted in any of the parking areas.

12. No repairing or overhauling of vehicles is permitted on the premises. All Vehicles must have valid inspected and in running Condition. 
13.  Zero Tolerance of assault(s) and harm to another tenant. Threats, or acts of violence towards anyone inside the complex, will result in eviction of property. 

14. Penalty of 250.00 for disposal of unauthorized furniture into dumpsters.

15. Lockouts will be a 35.00 fee, and subject to Available Personal.

16. REPLACEMENT MAILBOX LOCK 30.00 

17. Maintenance afterhours that are not EMGERICES will be 50.00. 

18. No fireworks, or storage of, are permitted inside the complex or to be released inside the complex. 

19. Tenant shall keep the apartment in good and sanitary condition at all times including the air, this includes range, range hood and filter, refrigerator top, bottom, back & sides stove top, bottom sides, and the walls behind them need to be clean and wiped as needed,   

20. Tenant shall use and permit his visitors to use only such automobile parking spaces as shall be assigned. Tenant shall not park or maintain any truck, boat, or other vehicle except a licensed automobile on landlord’s property. 

21. Tenant agrees that landlord may tow away any vehicle parked in violation of this regulation at tenant’s expense. The speed limit of 15 MPH must always be observed. 
22. Absolutely no parking or driving on grass areas is permitted at any time. Tenants are responsible for informing their visitors of all regulations in this regard. All tenants and guests are to use the sidewalks to enter the buildings and are not permitted to create pathways in the grass area.
23. All water leaks must be reported immediately.

24. No waterbeds are permitted.

25. . Corridors and stairways must always be free of objects and debris. Hallway doors must be kept closed according to the fire code.
26. Upon termination of lease, tenant shall surrender the apartment/townhouse to landlord in compliance with the following conditions:

a. No damage to the apartment or appliances beyond fair wear and tear. Dirt is not considered fair wear and tear and must be eliminated.

b. The entire apartment/townhouse, including exhaust fans, refrigerator, stove, bathrooms, closets, and cabinets must be clean. The carpet must be vacuumed or cleaned if necessary. All other floors must be clean.

c. All stickers must be removed, and scratches repaired. All holes in walls must be repaired. Burned out light bulbs must be replaced.
d. Scratches in wood or resilient flooring, Formica and appliances must be repaired.
e. All apartment/townhouse and mailbox keys must be returned.

f. All debris, rubbish and discards must be placed in the proper containers. Call refuse collector to arrange for removal of discarded furniture. Tenant is responsible for charges, if any.

g. Forwarding address must be left with the manager/landlord.

27. AT THE TERMINATION OF THE LEASE, TENANT MUST REMOVE ALL PERSONAL PROPERTY.

28. Early termination of lease requires the tenant to identify a replacement tenant who will pass the credit checks and sign a new lease at the time of their termination. There is an administrative fee of $250 (minimum) if a tenant is permitted to end his lease early or moves to a different apartment in the complex.
29. Tenant agrees that these rules may be added to or amended from time to time by the landlord and that such additions or amendments will become effective immediately upon notification to tenant, and that any violations of any provision in the lease agreement or rules and regulations is sufficient to give owners the right to take all legal actions provided for by law for money damages or eviction.
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
