
Rules and requirements for being a Key holder and riding under your own access

· A key holder is allowed to let other members who don’t hold a key into the track to practice with them but the key holder is held responsible for all of these members and if they let a non-member in they will lose their key and membership.
· The gate must be locked at all times - No if’s or buts! If you are caught riding at the track with the gate unlocked there will be consequences.
· If you leave the gate open and a non-member access the track you will have your membership and key revoked.
· Your key is not to be shared with other members under any circumstances. If you are a key holder and you share your key with another member to access the track, the members will be told to leave immediately, and the key holder will have their key revoked.
· If you have a family membership you are allowed to purchase multiple keys or have access to the same key.
· Track riding times are 7am-6pm 7 days a week.
· Every rider must sign on. (Sign on sheets located scrutineering shed)
· No members are to touch any machinery - Unless you are part of the track crew.
· Juniors and seniors are not to ride together unless approval from a club official is given.
· Members have the power to check other riders for membership proof.
· A committee or officials decision is to be respected at all times.
· The responsibility is on the rider to ensure their bike is safe to ride.
· YOU ARE AWARE YOU ARE RIDING AT YOUR OWN RISK AND YOU HAVE CURRENT AMBULANCE COVER AND ARE LIABLE FOR ANY EXPENSES IF ONE IS REQUIRED TO ATTEND TO YOU.
