They are: AGAWAM, AMHERST, BARNSTABLE, BRAINTREE, BRIDGEWATER,
FRANKLIN, NORTH ATTLEBOROUGH, PALMER, RANDOLPH, SOUTHBRIDGE, WEST SPRINGFIELD,
WEYMOUTH and WINTHROP. There are six communities that have been granted the title of city though they do not
have wards; they are: AMESBURY, EASTHAMPTON, FRAMINGHAM, GREENFIELD, METHUEN and
WATERTOWN.
