Four-legged campers – dogs must be on a 

leash or contained at all times.  We do not want to 

eject our four-legged campers because their two-

legged owners would not follow the rules, but we 

will. 

Please be careful with campfires during 

this usually dry season.  If the grass is crunchy, 

please do not have a campfire.
