June 1st changes to Parent Drop off/Pick Up process: 

Alberta Health Services has mandated that no parents will be allowed 

in the daycare facilities, aside from standing in the locked entryway to 

perserve a cleaner “bubble” for the children and staff within the facility. 

Drop off/Pick Up Procedure:

Infant and Preschool/Kindergarten Classes-Please call us at 

403-460-7376 or text us at 403-471-3618 ten mins prior to pick up. 

We will bring your child to the front entry to meet you.  

If you see a parent picking up at the main entrance please keep your 

distance until they are done and then come up to take your turn to pick 

up your child. Internally we will cordinate to only bring one child for 

pick up/drop off at a time to minimize children from different 

classrooms comingling in halls/entryways during these times of the 

day.
