• Additions/Corrections to the January 2023 meeting minutes:  There were no additions or corrections 
made. 

• January 2023 Treasurer Report (Rosie Kautz):  The beginning balance was $6,322.36, and the ending 
balance was $6,467.36. 

• Website Report (Mike Hughbanks): There were 2,338 hits over the past 12 months, 147 hits over the 
last thirty days, and 57 hits in the last seven days. 

• Illness/Sunshine Report (Rosie Kautz): A sympathy card was sent to Stu Bjork for the passing of his 
wife. 

 
Old Business 
 

• 2023 Show Updates (Brad Crandall): 

• Show Date:  The show date is September 9, 2023. The half day set-up is September 8, 2023      
at 2 pm.  

• Brad talked with Jerry Uher about advertising ideas the Stevens Point show has used including 
restaurant placemats, business cards, yard signs, and magnetic car signs.  Group discussion 
followed.  It was decided to check on the cost of yard signs and magnetic car signs. 

• Chip Chats, Water Fowl Magazine, and Woodcarving Illustrated are advertising our show. 
However, Woodcarving Illustrated mistakenly printed the show date as September 7, 2023. 
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• Brad asked Jim Trumpy to present his ideas for the judging portion of the show.  This year 
People’s Choice is being replaced by two judges.  Jim passed out informational sheets with the 
following information.  Each table can enter four carvings into competition with a maximum of 
two carvings in the same category.  The carvings must have been completed in the past two 
years.  The name on each carving must be covered.  There will be ten carving categories: Birds, 
Fish, Mammals, Humans, Relief, Caricature, Chip, Pyrography, Bark, Carved Canes/Walking 
Sticks.  All carvers will compete on the same level.  There will no longer be a beginning, 
intermediate, or advanced level of competition.  Rosie Kautz voiced concern that this change 
might discourage carvers from entering the show or the judging competition. 

• Gerry Lesch wanted to know if laser carvings will be allowed.  Randy Callison suggested allowing 
such carvings to be displayed, but not judged.  Steve Johnson questioned if machine tooled 
pieces could be included in the judging.  Someone asked where miniature carving will fall, and if 
there should be a miscellaneous carving category.  Following much discussion, the decision was 
made that only hand-crafted carvings will be judged.  This will include power carved items. 
Miniature carvings can be shown in any of the ten categories.  It was also decided that ten 
categories are enough. 

• Each carving category will have a first, second, and third place winner with corresponding 
ribbons awarded.  The club will need to purchase 30 ribbons.  Also, a special ribbon will be 
needed for the Best of Show winner.  That winner will also receive a free table in 2024.  The 
two judges will be given a free table for this year.  There will be no cash prizes given out.
