“LOSS, GREIF, & MOURNING”

One of the most difficult and stress filled parts of my Job as a Police Officer, was the notification of the
death of a loved one to members of the family. While we received some, and I add very little training in
this area, it was something my colleagues and I almost feared. There are really no nice words one can use,
especially when the death was sudden, like a 15-year-old who fell from her horse, and hit a piece of farm
machinery. Or, the death by suicide of a young man on Christmas Eve, and the death of a mom, dad, and
one of five children, following a train crash, and in this case the N.O.K. were very close friends.
Unfortunately, I have had too many of these kinds of notifications.

While none of these and dozens more notifications were related, one thing started to stand out to me, and it
was the reaction to the notification by members of the family. I remember one in particular, where there
was no reaction whatever, just “okay, thank you for letting us know.” That’s it, and I wondered, why,
when in comparison, in one case, the result was an almost violent confrontation, with “I don’t believe you,
why are you telling me this when its not true?”

Following my career as a Police Officer and entering vocational church ministry, one of my
responsibilities was to meet with families and walk through the process of coming to grips with what had
happened. I began to realize that no size fits all when it comes to grief and all the sudden and often
unexpected reaction to this terrible news. The church I was a pastor at recognized my interest in helping
people through the death and grieving process and allowed me to attend several week-long courses at the
“Centre for Loss and Life Transition,” in Fort Collins, Colorado, where I had the privilege of sitting under
the teaching of Dr. Alan Wolfelt, a renown “Thanatologist,” and presenter on the topic of grief and
mourning. The more I studied grief and how it affects people the more I realized that grief and how we
display that differs from individual to individual.

Not long after my first week long session, I returned home to my Church and sat with G. & S. following
the death of their 5-day old son Cole, after he underwent 13 hours of open-heart surgery. Within weeks I
sat with a single mom, whose 3-month baby died from S.I.D.s. as I sat with N. I wondered why she
showed little outward emotions, and then realized she desperately needed to hold her baby, which she had
not had the opportunity to do following his death. I reached into the casket and gently moved her baby and
placed him in her arms, and the dam broke, but it was exactly what she needed.

Not long after, I was present in a viewing room with K.C.s dad, who had been estranged from his family
for a long time. K.C. had committed suicide and dad broke down. I couldn’t remember when I had seen
anyone with as much outward emotion as dad. “People Grieve at different levels, and different intensity.”
As I reflect on this past year and the past months, I realize that many of you reading this have faced
significant losses in your lives. For many these loses come in the form of serious health issues, while for
too many others, it is the loss of a spouse, a partner, a parent, a child or other significant people in your
lives. Those losses bring grief to our lives like nothing else will or can.

With that as back drop, I would like to refer to some writing by Dr. Wolfelt which we may just find
helpful as we walk that difficult journey of grief, but before we do, let me share this quote with you:

\
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“LOSS, GREIF, & MOURNING” CcoNT’D

Grief, Grief never ends but it changes. Grief is a passage, and not a place to stay. Grief and tears are not
signs of weakness, nor are they a lack of faith. THEY ARE THE PRICE WE PAY FOR LOVING
SOMEONE WHO HAS PASSED AWAY.

And, then this quote: “You can’t walk through a river without getting wet, and you can’t experience
deep grief without being hurt.

After someone you love dies, you grieve inside. You have many different thoughts and feelings, most of
them painful. We call this interior experience of loss “grief.”

Quotes by Dr. Wolfelt

Mourning means to express your grief outside of yourself. Mourning is crying, talking to other people
about the death, sharing stories, putting together photo albums, journaling, and other actions. Mourning
is essential because it’s through mourning that you begin to heal.

The death of someone loved changes our lives forever. And the movement from the “before” to the
“after” is almost always a long, painful journey. From my own experiences with loss as well as those of
the thousands of grieving people I have worked with over the years, I have learned that if we are to heal,
we cannot skirt the outside edges of our grief. Instead, we must journey all through it, sometimes
meandering the side roads, sometimes plowing directly into its raw center.

Grief is what you think and feel on the inside after someone you love dies. Mourning is the outward
expression of those thoughts and feelings. To mourn is to be an active participant in our grief
journeys. We all grieve when someone we love dies, but if we are to heal, we must also mourn.

1: Acknowledging the reality of the death

This first need of mourning involves gently confronting the reality that someone you care about will
never physically come back into your life again.

2: Embracing the pain of the loss

This need of mourning requires us to embrace the pain of our loss—something we naturally don’t want
to do. It is easier to avoid, repress or deny the pain of grief than it is to confront it, yet it is in confront-
ing our pain that we learn to reconcile ourselves to it.

3: Remembering the person who died

Do you have any kind of relationship with someone when they die? Of course. You have a relationship
of memory.

4: Developing a new self-identity

Part of your self-identity comes from the relationships you have with other people. When someone with
whom you have a relationship dies, your self-identity, or the way you see yourself, naturally changes.

5: Searching for meaning

When someone you love dies, you naturally question the meaning and purpose of life. You probably
will question your philosophy of life and explore religious and spiritual values as you work on this
need. You may discover yourself searching for meaning in your continued living as you ask “How?”
and “Why” questions. Unquote

Jesus had this to say to those who are in grief and mourning, “Come to me all who are wear and
heavy with cares, and I will give you rest. Take my yoke upon you and learn from me, for my yoke
is easy and my burden is light.” Matt 11:28-29

I know there is much more to say on the topic, but I trust you have found this helpful.
