so this will have to be addressed when we write out the new donations. We will donate $300 for
this year to each and compensate for the last 2 years they missed.



3. It was projected to donate $12,000 to the branch but after reconciliation of the books, we may
be able to add to that amount.

4. The members voted to delete Win House, Lil Warriors, Elves and Yes from the list.

MOTION: Deborah Keller moved that we accept the projected donations sheet with the
understanding that we may be able to donate a little more than the estimated $12,000 to the
Branch depending upon the way the finances appear. Also, remove the suggestions for Win
House, Lil Warriors, Elves and Yes.
