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Reba Gilman Scholarship Application
Puget Sound Skills Center offers seniors the opportunity to apply for the Reba Gilman Scholarship for $3,000 to fund higher education towards a bachelor’s degree.
Reba Gilman served as the PSSC Principal/Director for 16 years.  She was the second person in the history of PSSC to serve in this key leadership role.  She was passionate about many things, but most of all, she loved seeing young people achieve their goals and dreams through Career and Technical Education.  She did not believe, though, that earning a high school diploma and acquiring technical skills was an end-all to one’s education.   Throughout her career at PSSC, she advocated relentlessly for students to continue their education after high school and pursue the highest level of education possible.  

Reba grew up in a family that greatly valued education.  Neither of her parents graduated from high school or college—not because they didn’t aspire to do so, but because circumstances dictated that they contribute to the support of their own parents and siblings at an early age.   Her parents were productive citizens, however, earning a modest living by growing apples in a small community in Eastern Washington.  And they were excellent role models for their three children, being avid readers and constantly learning to do new things that were oftentimes very challenging without a formal education and advanced skills to guide them.   They were also visionary in their thinking, recognizing that the world was rapidly changing, and that the future generation would need to be better educated than any previous generation.  They wanted a better life for their children, so Reba and her two sisters were constantly encouraged to “get a good education so that you can then get a good job and make a good living”; and the saying, “Education is something no one can ever take away from you,” was frequently heard in the household.  Reba and her sisters believed and lived this philosophy, and all three earned college degrees and credentials that led to successful jobs and career advancement.  

Reba believes that your generation will need even more education than her generation. More available information, advanced technologies and a world economy will require more of the future generation than ever before.    Reba would be honored to see the recipient of her scholarship earn a college degree and enjoy the benefits that come with having “something that no one can ever take away from you.”  

Reba Gilman was known for her:

· Strong entrepreneurial spirit

· Unyielding commitment to excellence

· Willingness to take a stand on tough issues, even when her position wasn’t the most popular one or “politically correct”; and

· Belief that outstanding accomplishments should be celebrated
