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RLFPOA “Fair Use” Boat Policy
Beginning 6/1/2026 Boat slips will be regulated annually based on the following policy
Registration

Individuals interested in securing a boat slip at the community beach will annually submit a request via first class mail to
RLFPOA, PO Box 64, Leroy, Ml 49655 or via email to RoseLakeForest@gmail.com with a subject line “Boat Registration
Request” requesting to be added to the pool for the available boat slips. Submissions will be accepted from 4/1 until 4/27
each year. Mailed requests will be accepted based on date of postmark, emailed requests will be accepted based on email
timestamp.

Requests must include the name of the owner of the property in RLF, their lot number(s), their mailing address and phone
number. Also required will be a photo of their current year boat registration and MC #. Name(s) on registration must match
name of property owner or spouse. Requests where boat is not registered to property owner or spouse will be rejected.

Boat Attendant

Additionally, if a member would like to volunteer as the “Boat Attendant” they may indicate this in their submission.
Remuneration, at this time, for volunteering will be the assignment of a boat slip for the season so that there is no additional
expense to the POA. This may need to be revisited in the future once the legalities of enforcement and towing of unauthorized
docked boats have been revisited or if there are no volunteers for the position.

At this time the Boat Attendant position will be responsible for accepting calls if an assigned slip is occupied by someone
other than the assigned slip holder and attempting to contact the owner of the unauthorized docked boat requesting removal
from the assigned slips.

If someone is docked in your spot, please dock in day use and notify the attendant. They assist with addressing the issue
as bestthey can at thistime. Once the legalities of enforcement signage and required placement are worked out, and signage
is placed, towing of unauthorized docked boats will be revisited, we anticipate by resolution by 6/1/2026.

Randomized Drawings

Anytime there is a need to run randomized drawings, 1 lot will equal 1 name on the randomizer wheel, so a property owner may
have multiple opportunities to have their name drawn, but under no circumstance will a property owner be awarded multiple
slips.

If registration requests during the open registration period, from 4/1 to 4/27, in any year are less than the available resources
(10 Slips) then there will be no randomized drawings and slips will be assigned for the season. Any slips not assigned from the
original round of registration requests, will be drawn via randomizer from late entries and entries received at the general
membership meeting in May of each year.

If registration requests during the open registration period, from 4/1 to 4/27, in any year are greater than or equal to 10% of the
available resources (10 Slips) then all slips will be randomized and assigned for the season.

If registration requests during the open registration period, from 4/1 to 4/27, in any year are greater than or equal to 50% of the
available resources (10 Slips) then 50% of slips will be randomized and assigned for the season and 50% of the slips will be
randomized and assigned monthly.

If registration requests during the open registration period, from 4/1 to 4/27, in any year are greater than or equal to 75% of the
available resources (10 Slips) then all slips will be randomized and assigned by the month.
