My goal is to challenge each student to allow for growth
and development. Please understand, as a class they need to be pushed in areas they are weak
so they can improve. One area, for example, is grammar and writing. | am trying my best to
improve that, amongst other areas. This is why | have worked on and developed a curriculum to
focus on daily practices and exercises. I'm happy to tell you that this has already made a big
difference in their writing journals that we do every morning. Also, if the homework is
sometimes challenging, it is meant to make them learn how to use critical thinking, research
information, and draw conclusions.
