e Severity Clause: Office visit & consequence (if student chooses to

fight or break multiple rules)

To encourage students, I will recognize appropriate behavior with individual, group, and
class rewards. Individual students will be praised for their good behavior and will be
rewarded with positive notes or special privileges. Your support of this plan is essential; I
will be contacting you as a result of both positive and negative behaviors, Insha'Allah.
