Trash Pick-up: Wednesdays and Saturdays (AM)

Recycle Pick-up: Wednesdays (AM)

Permitted: In addition to locations outlined in
photos and descriptions below, owners can store
bins in garages.

(Left): Bins can be stored perpendicular to street
against non-shared garage wall.

(Bottom Left): Bins can be stored on pavers
behind landscape bulbout (must not be in grass
or landscape area),

perpendicular to street.

(Bottom Right): If owner desires, shrubs can be
removed (as shown) and bins can be placed in
landscape area with stone base (see ARC
guidelines). Contact Metropolitan if this is
desriaed location.
