    Holy Week Schedule 2018 

*Good Friday/Viernes Santo is the Day of Fast and Abstinence! (El Ayuno y Abstinencia) 

Fasting is to be observed by all who are 18 years of age and older and who have not yet celebrated their   

59th birthday. On a fast day: one full meal is allowed;  two other meals, according to one’s needs, but not to 
equal another full meal. Eating between meals in not permitted, but liquids, including milk and juice are fine. 

Abstinence is observed by all 14 years of age and older. On days of abstinence no meat is allowed.   

Note; that when health or ability to work would be seriously affected, the law does not oblige. 

EL AYUNO significa comiendo una cantidad menor de alimento. Solo una comida replete es permitida.  Dos                                
otras pequeñas comidas son permitidas con el cantidad total de alimento no excediendo la comida replete.  
Ningún alimento puede ser comido entre horas.  Católicos entre las edades de 18 y59 deben a ser ayuno. Las 
consideraciones de la salud serian la excepción. 
 

ABSTINENCIA significa días en que nosotros no comemos Carne en todo. Los productos lácteos, alimentos 
de pez y mar son permitidos. Todos Católicos sobre la edad de 14 deben abstenerse.
