Daily Reflections for Advent & Christmas Week 3 
 

Sunday Dec. 16–Good News– Exhor ting them in many other  ways, [John] preached good news to the people. (Luke 3:18) Prayer: 

God of love, transform in us what most keeps us, and those who love us, from singing songs of rejoicing with you this Christmas! 

 

Monday Dec. 17-Wisdom’s Family Tree– O Wisdom of our God Most High, guiding creation with power and love: come to teach us the 

path of knowledge! (gospel acclamation, (cf. Isa 11:2-3; Wis 8:1) Prayer: O Christ, Wisdom of God, teach us the wisdom of the gospel, and 

strengthen us to hand it on any way we can. 

 

Tuesday Dec. 18-Beside a Pool of Quiet– Joseph...was a righteous man. (Matt 1:19) Prayer: Quiet St. Joseph, teach us to listen to Christ, 

our peace, and to do as he tells us so that we too may become a quiet source of peace. 

 

Wednesday Dec. 19-Bad News, Good News– He who is to come will come and will not delay, and now 

there will be no fear within our land, for he is our Savior. (entrance antiphon, (cf Heb 10:37) Prayer: Great 

Gift of God, Jesus Christ our Savior, quiet our selfish fears with the joy of your coming that we may welcome 

you with open hearts on Christmas. 

 

Thursday Dec. 20-Expectant- The virgin shall conceive and bear  a son. (Isa 7:14) Prayer: Mary, icon of 

Advent, pray for us, that we may make the inner room to receive God’s true gifts at Christmas. 

 

Friday Dec. 21-Here He Comes! – [He]ere he comes…. Here he stands behind our  wall, gazing through 

the windows, peering through the lattices. (Song 2:8, 9b) Prayer: St. Elizabeth, obtain for us the grace to rec-

ognize Christ in his every coming, however inconvenient, welcome him in, and spend some time with him who 

so wants to spend time with us.
