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PALM SUNDAY OF THE PASSION OF THE LORD 

DOMINGO DE RAMOS DE LA PASIÓN DEL SEÑOR

FOCUS: Be in step with Jesus, to love and sacrifice with him.

Consider our king. Entering the world in poverty, Jesus made his triumphal entry riding a colt. Rather than worldly 

power, Jesus was armed with love. This extraordinary king calls for extraordinary followers. Let us not be in step with 

this world, seeking glory and riches, but seek to follow Jesus, even to the cross, as we desire to join in his resurrection.

LITURGY OF THE WORD 

Our opening Gospel reading presents Jesus’ triumphal entry into Jerusalem. He is celebrated by crowds crying 

Hosanna. The reading from Isaiah portrays the suffering servant who trusts in God. In Philippians, Paul quotes an 

early Christian hymn that speaks of Jesus emptying himself and subsequently being greatly exalted. The Gospel from 

Matthew recounts the events of Christ’s passion.

ENFOQUE: Estar al paso de Jesús, amar y sacrificarse con él.

Contemplemos a nuestro rey. Entrando en el mundo en la pobreza, Jesús hizo su entrada triunfal montado en un

pollino.

No sigamos el paso de este mundo, buscando gloria y riquezas, sino que busquemos seguir a Jesús, incluso hasta la

cruz, pues deseamos unirnos a su resurrección.

LITURGIA DE LA PALABRA

Nuestra lectura inicial del Evangelio relata la entrada triunfal de Jesús en Jerusalén. Es celebrado por multitudes que

gritan “Hosanna”. La lectura de Isaías retrata al siervo sufriente que confía en Dios. En Filipenses, Pablo cita un

himno de los primeros cristianos que habla de Jesús vaciándose de sí mismo y, posteriormente, siendo exaltado en

gran manera. El Evangelio de Mateo relata los acontecimientos de la pasión de Cristo.
