TWENTY– NINTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 

 VIGÉSIMO NOVENO DOMINGO DEL TIEMPO ORDINARIO 

FOCUS: We have been equipped for every good work. 
 
All Scripture is inspired by God and is useful for teaching … and for training in righteousness, so that one who 
belongs to God may be … equipped for every good work. With this statement Paul is asserting that whatever 
else we may need in our striving for holiness and in sharing the Gospel, the word of God is the basis for all 
truth and the foundation for every good thing. The Lord has provided us with all that is necessary to keep his 
Word; let us ask him in prayer to help us answer his call. 
 
LITURGY OF THE WORD 
  
In the first reading, when Joshua went into battle, as long as Moses kept his hands raised, Joshua had the 
better of the fight. In the second reading, Paul encourages Timothy to remain faithful to what [he has] learned 
and believed. He tells him to proclaim the word… whether it is convenient or inconvenient. In the Gospel, 
Jesus tells his disciples a parable about the necessity for them to pray always without becoming weary. 
 
ENFOQUE: Hemos sido preparados para hacer siempre el bien. 
 
Toda la Escritura está inspirada por Dios, y es útil para enseñar … [también] para educar en la justicia, a fin 
de que el hombre de Dios sea perfecto y esté preparado para hacer siempre el bien. Con esta declaración, 
Pablo afirma que, independientemente de cualquier otra cosa que podamos necesitar en nuestra búsqueda 
de la santidad y a la hora de compartir el Evangelio, la Palabra de Dios es la base de toda verdad y el 
fundamento de toda cosa buena. El Señor nos ha proporcionado todo lo necesario para guardar su Palabra; 
pidámosle en la oración que nos ayude a responder a su llamada. 
 
LITURGIA DE LA PALABRA 
 
En la primera lectura, cuando Josué fue a la batalla, mientras Moisés mantuvo las manos en alto, Josué tuvo 
la mejor parte del combate. En la segunda lectura, Pablo anima a Timoteo: Tú permanece fiel a la doctrina 
que aprendiste y de la que estás plenamente convencido. Le dice: Proclama la Palabra de Dios, insiste con 
ocasión o sin ella. En el Evangelio, Jesús les enseña con una parábola a sus discípulos que era necesario 
orar siempre sin desanimarse.
