FOURTH SUNDAY OF ADVENT 

 EL CUARTO DOMINGO DE ADVIENTO 

 
FOCUS: Through [Jesus] we have received the grace of apostleship.  
 
The coming of Jesus Christ is the sign of our salvation. He is “God with us” and has invited us to turn 
our lives over to him. Are we ready to accept this sign? Will we, like Joseph, put aside our fears and 
enter into a completely new reality, a new way of life  
 
LITURGY OF THE WORD  
 
In the first reading, Ahaz is given a sign despite his refusal to ask for one: The virgin shall conceive 
and bear a son. In the beginning of the Epistle to the Romans, Paul describes Jesus as a 
descendent of David. The Gospel tells of Joseph’s dream, in which Mary’s miraculous conception is 
explained and he is told to name her Son Jesus.   
 
ENFOQUE: Hemos recibido la gracia del apostolado a través de Jesús. 
 
La venida de Jesucristo es el signo de nuestra salvación. Él es “Dios con nosotros” y nos ha 
invitado a entregarle nuestras vidas. ¿Estamos listos para aceptar esta señal? ¿Dejaremos, como 
José, nuestros miedos a un lado y entraremos en una realidad completamente nueva, en una nueva 
forma de vida? 
 
LITURGIA DE LA PALABRA  
 
En la primera lectura, a Acaz se le concede una señal a pesar de su negativa a pedirla: La virgen 
concebirá y dará a luz un hijo. Al comienzo de la Epístola a los Romanos, Pablo describe a Jesús 
como descendiente de David. El Evangelio narra el sueño de José, en el que se le explica la 
concepción milagrosa de María y se le indica que llame a su hijo Jesús.
