SOLEMNITY OF THE MOST HOLY TRINITY 

SOLEMNIDAD DE LA SANTÍSIMA TRINIDAD 

FOCUS: God, the Holy Trinity, is perfect Love.

As Christians, we believe that God is love. This love is essentially love in relationship. Saint Augustine described the 

Holy Trinity as God the Lover, God the Beloved, and the Love between them. May we recognize God’s triune 

presence all around us, particularly in the experience of the loving relationships in our own lives.

LITURGY OF THE WORD 

In the reading from Exodus, Moses goes up Mount Sinai with the two stone tablets to meet the Lord. Moses asks God 

to accompany his people. In the second reading, Saint Paul says to live in peace, and the God of love and peace will 

be with you. In the Gospel, John summarizes God’s love for us: He gave us his only Son for our salvation.

ENFOQUE: Dios, la Santísima Trinidad, es el Amor perfecto.

Como cristianos, creemos que Dios es amor. Este amor es esencialmente amor en una relación. San Agustín describió

la Santísima Trinidad como el Padre, el Amante; el Hijo, el Amado; y el Espíritu, el Amor entre ellos.

LITURGIA DE LA PALABRA

En la lectura del Éxodo, Moisés sube al monte Sinaí con las dos tablas de piedra para encontrarse con el Señor.

Moisés pide a Dios que acompañe a su pueblo. En la segunda lectura, San Pablo dice que vivan en armonía y en

paz… [y] el Dios del amor y de la paz permanecerá con ustedes. En el Evangelio, Juan resume el amor de Dios por

nosotros: nos dio a su Hijo único para nuestra salvación.
