THIRTY - SECOND SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 
 

FOCUS: The God we worship is the God of the living. 
 
In putting Jesus on the spot, the Sadducees were unexpectedly rewarded with a firm declaration of 
the truth of the Resurrection. By proclaiming God to be the God of the living, Jesus strengthens the 
resolve of all who place their trust in him and who hope in a share in the eternal life of God. 
 
LITURGY OF THE WORD  
 
Our first reading from Maccabees recalls the bravery of seven brothers and their mother who pre-
ferred death to denying their hope in the God of Israel. Saint Paul reminds the Thessalonians of 
God’s fidelity and encourages them to find hope and strength in the Lord. In the Gospel, the Saddu-
cees attempt to put Jesus on the spot on the topic of resurrection.  
 
 

ENFOQUE:   El Dios que adoramos es el Dios de los vivos.

LITURGIA DE LA PALABRA 
 
Nuestra primera lectura de Macabeos recuerda la valentía de siete hermanos y su madre que 
preferían la muerte a negar su esperanza en el Dios de Israel. San Pablo les recuerda a los tesalo-
nicenses la fidelidad de Dios y los alienta a encontrar esperanza y fortaleza en el Señor. En el 
Evangelio, los saduceos intentan poner a Jesús en dificultades con el tema de la resurrección.
