PENTECOST SUNDAY- SOLEMNITY

us to do the work God is calling us to do. May we open our hearts to the fullness of the Holy Spirit.

LITURGY OF THE WORD 

In the first reading, the Holy Spirit fills the disciples, and they go out preaching in the many languages of the people in 

Jerusalem. In the second reading, Saint Paul preaches that the faithful have different gifts but are united together with 

one Spirit. In the Gospel, Jesus appears to the disciples and greets them with peace and the Holy Spirit.
