After graduating from
Chesapeake High School in 1980 and
enlisted in the US Navy on 02 October
1980.

He served in numerous Commands
throughout his 30 year career most of them
at Construction Battalion Center, Port
Hueneme, CA. He deployed 17 times
during his career with two tours in Iraq,
one In Afghanistan, and his last
deployment to the Horn of Africa.

Master Chief Yingling's personnel awards
include the Purple Heart medal, two
Meritorious Service medals, three Navy
Commendation medals, Army
Commendation medal, Navy
Achievement medal, Combat Action
ribbon with Gold Star, seven Good

Please keep Bill’s precious love Jeanne in
your prayers and hearts. Our dear friend
and Auxiliary Life Member Jeanne Pate
will need us to surround her with love at
this time. Let her know how much she and
Bill mean to you by not letting her feel
like... the one left behind.

We
are now returning Bill to you, the God of
Love, who lent him to us for his time on this
Earth. May You keep Bill close to You as
we will keep him close in our hearts until
we are all together again.
