Though it resulted in an Allied
victory, kamikaze fighters, rainy weather
and fierce fighting on land, sea, and air
which led to a large death toll on both
sides. | mention this because | feel the
need to remind everyone why we are the
Veterans of Foreign Wars, and why not all
veterans are eligible to be members of the
VFW.
