ranks

3 Complaints:

1. Verse 2: We are hungry and need food

2. Verse 3: We are mortgaging our fields and vineyards (literally our own means of
survival) in order to get grain

3. Verses 4-5: We have to mortgage our fields/vineyards or sell our children to slavery
because we have already mortgaged everything we have in order to pay the
king’s tax

Object of the complaint:
Verses 1, 5: Our very brothers are enslaving us by taking away our livelihood, AND they are
selling our children to foreign owners

Nehemia’s response:
Verse 6: Anger at the actions of fellow ruling class
Verse 7: Consulted with himself (thought through issue with a level head)
Verse 7: Confronted the Nobles/rulers with their wrong doing through usury
Verse 7: Held a great assembly representing the people against the Nobles/rulers
Verse 8: Redeemed, as best they could, those sold to foreign nations
Verse 8: Revealed their money-making scheme by selling children for profit, then

making profit on the selling of the children back to their families

Nehemiah’s appeals to doing justly, loving mercy and walking humbly with God:

1. Verse 9: Reveals that this does not show fear of God to nations who hate us

2. Verse 10: Shows his personal example of how everyone in his household are lending
money and grain

3. Verse 11: Appeals to their fear of God, their place among the people of God, and their
responsibility to their brothers

Reconciliation:
1. Verse 12: Agreement to return 100% of all monies, properties, and goods
2. Verse 12-13: Sealed agreements with an oath to prevent them from repeating this later

Outcomes:

1. Verse 14: Nehemiah made king

2. Verses 14-18: Nehemiah did not exact from the people the governor’s food allowance
nor the “tax”

3. Verses 17-18: There was enough to daily feed the 150 Jews, officials, PLUS those were
visiting from nearby nations

Application:

Zerubbabel constructs 2nd Temple, Ezra consecrates it and instructs/leads people in worship

of YHWH. Shalom is noted with God’s presence and group of God’s people.

Nehemia constructs the walls of Jerusalem expanding Shalom for God’s presence, with His

people, in His place. He further went on to Navigate what Shalom among His people should

be.
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(Chapter 6)

The wall was almost done let’s look at the final attempts of Israels enemies
to stop the rebuilding of the wall, that include deception, intimidation and
character assassination. Nehemiah responds with discernment, prayer and
steadfast obedience, and the Wall was Completed.

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Nehemiah Chapter 7

The walls have been completed, so what’s next? Nehemiah appoints
the Levites as well as the governor of the castle charge over Jerusalem. God
then put into the heart of Nehemiah to assemble the people by genealogy.

In what way does this show God’s word is central to the lives of
His people. They gathered to hear Gods word. Men,
women and children. They read from a book written 1000
years earlier, yet they considered it relevant for them at that
time and in that culture.

How and why did the people who listened to the reading respond
the way they did? They mourned and wept because they
realized they had not been living according to God’s law.
They confessed their sins.

What was the significance of the Levites, and how did they impact
the assembly? The Levites were responsible for keeping,
learning, teaching and protecting the word of God. They
instructed the people who were standing there the meaning
of what was being read, and the people understood it.

What changes did the people make when they learned what was
written in the book of laws? They began to study Gods
word. They decided to obey what they learned.

Why did the heads of the “fathers houses”, the priests, and the
Levites meet with Ezra on the second day? To understand
the words of the Law. They knew that as heads of
households, businesses, etc. they had a responsibility to

God to be able to live according to His word.
