Review of the PBS show: Craft in America - Quilts

The speaker in January is a certified Quiltworx instruc-
tor, Nancy Kloster. Nancy lives on the east side and will
be bringing her trunk show on the 1éth. To become @
certified instructor, there is a very involved set of prereg-
visites. You would have to attend two Quiltworx retreats,
one 3- to4-day class, and complete five complete quili-
ed and bound quilts. You also must have experience
teaching two quilting classes. If you are accepted into
the fraining, there are two phases. The first to learn
about teaching and also about contracts, preparations
and promotion needed as an instructor. There may be
homework if you need to practice anything deemed
necessary by Ms. Niemeyer and the other teachers. Fi-
nally, you attend an 8-day Phase 2 of instruction to which
you should bring or complete 3 more quilts. In reading
the list of techniques and skills you should know before
going to Phase 2, | became overwhelmed! Whew! |t
seems like there is tremendous time and self education
component needed to become a certified instructor!
Yet, | bet our presenter will make it seem like second na-
turel

Quiltworx was founded in 1996 so that Judy Niemeyer
could promote Foundation Paper Piecing techniques.
According to the description of company history, Judy
wanted to be able to help people make and complete
quilts and found that paper piecing was a good meth-
od to do that. While Judy lives in Montana, she also or-
ganizes 4 day retreats in other states as well as teaching
internationally. There will be one in Wisconsin in Septem-
ber, however, they tend to sell out quickly. Quiltworx de-
velops new patterns every year which produce award
winning quilts. They have over 100 patterns. There are
many discounted patterns, as well as more information
about the company at www.quiltworx.com.
