A Short History of Crazy Quilting
Pat Cason-Merenda
Research and Information

The rule of crazy quilting is “there are norules.” Cro-
zy quilting roughly covered a period of 1850 -1900 cul-
minating at the world fair of 1876 | Philadelphia. There
participants were influenced by Japanese threads and
motifs. History is sketchy on the origins but thought to be
a response to the mechanization of the industrial move-
ment.

“More is more"” was the theme. Many utilized lavish
decorations of beads, buftons and lace embroidered
on a random assembly of various fabrics, brocades,
wools, silks and cottons. Some considered their quilts as
a personal scrapbook.

Crazy quilts were labor intfensive and fell out of fash-
ion. The most valued are prized for their opulent embel-
lishments.
