For designing, she uses both pen and paper (preferably dot graphs) as well as E-Quilter. You can
sign up for her newsletter for more information. Tonight’s program: Movement in Quilting. She
used her quilts to illustrate the 4 elements of Movement: piecing, color, patterns, and quilting.
After the program, Tori had her patterns and merchandise available for purchase.
